the sum of eight thousand dollars, out of any money
in the treasury not otherwise appropriated, to be ex-
pended by them in the artificial propagation and in
the distribution of fish, pursuant to the provisions of
chapter sixty two of the revised statutes of the state of
Wisconsin. .

SEcTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CIAPTER 16.

AN ACT appropriating twelve hundred dollars to the state
board of health,

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. The secretary of state is hereby au- -
thorized to publish such number of the annual reports
of the state board of health for the year 1878, and of
each of its aunual reports hereatter, and of such re-
prints of separate articles from any of its annual re-
poris, as may be directed by the state board of health:
provided, that the number of its annual reports thus
published be not more than eight thousand copies in
any year, which shall be in addition to the num-
ber provided for in section three huudred and thirty-
six of the revised statutes of the state. The secretar
of state is also authorized to cause to be bound in clot
not to exceed two hundred copies of any of such an-
nual reports, for the exchanges of said board.

SectioN 2. There is hereby appropriated annually
a sum which shall not in any year exceed twelve hun-
dred dollars ($1,200), for the priuting, bindiog and dis-
tribution of the reports, and reprints from reports, here-
inbefore provided for, and for the further aid of the
board in making such sanitary investigations as it may
deem for the interests of the health and lives of the
people of the state.

SecrioN 8. This act shall be in force and take ef-
fect from and after its passage and publication.
