SEcTION 1. Section one thousand three hundred
and ninety-one of chapter fifty-five of the revised stat-
utes of Wiscousin, entitled * of fences,” is hereby
ameaded by adding thereto the following words: And
owners of lands who do not maintain and keep in re-
pair.Jawful partinon fences, shall not be entitled to
recover any damages whatever for trespasses by the
animals of owners of any adjoining lands with whom
partition fences might have been maintained if such
lands bad been inclosed.

AN ACT relating 10 insurance companies doing business in
the city of Oshkosh.
