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and all jurors summoned to attend, and all notices of
trial, notes of issue, and all other proceedings return-
able at, pending and to be heard in said circuit court
for Washington county, on the third Monday in March,
1882, the day beretofore fixed as the first day of the
term 1in said county of Washington, shall be, and ehall
be held to be, returnable to, set for hearing, summoned
to attend and noticed for trial on the third Tuesday in
March, 1882, and shall be answered unto, heard, tried,
determined and disposed of, and the jurors shall attend,
on said third Tue:day of March, 1882, the same as if
in terms returnable to. set for hearing, summoned to at-
tend, or not'ced for trial on eaid last named day.

SecrioN 4. All acts or parts of acts coonflicting
with this act are hereby repealed so far as they conflict
or are inconsistent with this act.

incorporate 1he city of Oconto, and the several acts amenda-
tory thereof.” .

The peopleof the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate
and assembly, do enact as follows :

CHAPTER L
CITY OF OCONTO — ITS CORPORATE POWERS.

197

SecrioN 1. All that district of country in the corporate pow-

couoty of Oconto hereinafter described, from and °r*

after the eleventh day ot March, A. D., 1869, shall be
a city by the name of Oconto, and the people now in-
habiting and those who shall inhabit said district shall
be a municipal corporation, by the name of the city of
Ocooto, and shall have the general powers possessed
by municipal corporations at common law, and in ad-
dition thereto shall have and po:sess the powers herein-
alter specifically granted, and the authorities thereof
shall bave perpetual succession and shall be capable of
contracting and being contracted with, suing and be-
ing sued, pleading and being impleaded, in all courts
of law and equity, and shall have a common seal and
may change and alicr the same at pleasure. :
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CITY BOUNDARIES,

SecTION 2. All of sections thirteen (13) and twen-
ty-four (24), township twenty-eight (28) noith of range
twenty-one (21) east; also sections seventeen (17),
eighteen (18), nineteen (19) and twenty (20), township
twenty-eight (28) north of range twenty-two (22) east,
sball be and coustitute the limits of a city by the name
of Oconto.

WARD BOUNDARIES.

SecrioN 8. The eaid city shall te divided into
four wards, as follows: All that part of said city
which lies south of the Oconto river shall be called the
south ward ; all that part of said city which lieseast of
Superior street and north of Oconto river shall be
called the east ward ; all that part of the said city which
lies north of the Ovonto river and west of a line com-
mencing at the bank of said river on the line between
lots three (3) and four (4) of section nineteen (19)
towoship twenty-eight (28), range twenty-two (22), and
running thence north to the north line of said city, shall
be called the west ward : and all that part of said city
which lies north of the Oconto river between said west
ward and Superior street shall be called the north
ward.

COMMON COUNCIL.

SEcTION 4. The corporate authority of said city
shall be vested in one principal officer, styled the
mayor; in one board of aldermen, cousisting of three
members from each ward, who, with the mayor, shall
be denominated the common courcil, together with such
other officers as are hereinafter mentioned, or may be
created under this act.

CHAPTER IIL
ELECTIONS.

SecrioN 1. The annual elections for ward and city
officers shall be held on the first Tuesday of April of
each year, at such place in each ward as the common
council shall designate, and the polls shall be kept
open from nine o'clock in the forenoon unti] sundown,
but the board may adjourn the polls at 12 o’clock noon
one hour, and ten days’ previous notice shall be given
by the common council of the time and place of hold-
ing such elections, and of the city and ward officers to
be elected. :
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ELECTIVE OFFICERS,

SkcrioN 2. The elective officers of said city shall Eiect've of.
be a mayor, treasurer and assessor for the city at large, *™
and three aldermen, one justice of the p=ace, one
supervisor, and one constable for each ward, which
said officers sbhall "hold their respective offices as fol-
lows: The mayor, treasurer and assessor for one year ;
also one supervisor and ooe constable from each ward
who shall also be elected for one year. The alderman
from each wari to be elected for three years; justices
of the peace from each ward to be elected for two
years. The mayor, treasurer and assessor ghall be
qualified electors, residents and freeholders of said
city, and the ward officers shall be qualified electors,
residents and freeholders of the respective wards for
which they are elected. Each of said officers shall
continue in office for his respective term and until his
successor is elected and qualified, and shall bave such
power and performn such duties as are prescribed in this
act, or as may be prescribed in any ordinance of said
* city, ot inconsistent with this act, or which may not
- be incompatible with the nature of their respective of- .
fices. .
ELECTIONS — HOW CONDUCTED. .
SkctioN 3. The election of city and ward officers gjections—tow
herein designated shall be presided over by the in- condneted.
spectors and clerks of election appointed under the
general’la ws of this state, who sball see the names of
the voters registered, and the ballots safely deposited
in the ballot box ; shall decide all questions that may
arise a8 to the legality of the vole presented; shall
count the ballots at the close of the polls, and shall
certify and seal two returns; and tbe day following
the election shall direct and return ove of the said re-
tarns to the city clerk of the city of Oconto, and the
other to the county clerk of the county of Oconto.
The mayor of the city and members of the commoan
council shall constitute a board of canvassers, who
shall, within four days after such election, meet
at the common council chamber and canvass such re-
turns ; and after the aforesaid returns have been can-
vassed by said board, the city clerk shall notify, by a .
ceruificate, the persons elected to the respective offices.
Said elections shall be conducted in accordance with
this act and the existing laws of the state of Wiscon-
Bio, and any frauds or violation of said laws at such
elections shall be punishable in the same manner as
an violation of the election laws in any part of the
state.
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WHEN OFFICE DEEMED VACANT.

SectioN 4. Any officer removing from the city, or
any ward officer removing from the ward for which he
is elected, or any officer who shall neglect or refuse for
ten days after notice of his election or appointment to
enter upon the discharge of the duties of his office,
shall be deemed to have vacated his office and the
common council shall proceed to fill such vacancy as
herein provided.

VACANCIES — HOW FILLED.

SecTION 5. In the event of a vacancy in the office
of mayor, justice of the peace or alderman, by death,
resignation, removal or other disability, the comm n:
council shall order a new election, and shall give ten
days’ notice thereof. Any vacancy in other offices shall
be filled by the common council. The person ap-
pointed or elected to till a vacancy shall hold the office
and discharge the duties thereof for the unexpired term,
with the same rights and subject to the same liabilities
as the cf)ersou whose office he may be elected or ap-
pointed to fill.

ELECTION BY BALLOT—TIE VOTE.

SectioN 6. All elections by the people shall be by
ballot, and plurality of votes shall coostitute an elec-
tion. All electious by the common council shall be as
they may determine. When two or more candidates
for an elective office shall receive an equal number of
votes for the same office, the election shall be determ-
ined by the casting of lots in the presence of the coun-
cil, at such time and in such manner as it may direct.

QUALIFIED ELECTORS.

SecrioN 7. All qualified electors at general elec-
tions in this state who shall be residents of the ward
where they offer to vote shall be entitled to vote for
any officer to be elected under this act.

CHALLENGE OF VOTERS — OATH — PENALTY FOR ILLE-
GAL VOTING — INSPECTORS TO KEEP LIST.

SecrioN 8. If either of the inspectors cof election
shall susgect that any person offering to vote does not
possess the necessary qualifications of an elector, cr if
ruch vote be challenged by an elector, the inspector, be-
fore receiving any such vote, shall require the voter
offering his vote to take the following oath : * You do
solemnly swear (or affirm, as the case may be) that you
are twenty-one years of age; that you are a citizen of
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the United States (or bave declared your intention to
become a citizen conformably to the laws of the United
States on the subject of naturalization); that you have
resided in the state of Wisconsin one year next pre-
ceding this election; that you are now a resident of
this ward, and that you have not voted at this election,
and that you have made . no bet or wager depending
on the result of this election.”” And if the person
offering to vote shall take such oath, his vote shall be
received ; and if such person shall take such oath false-
ly, he shall be deemed guilty of a wilful and corrapt
perjury, and upoa conviction thereof shall suffer the

unishment provided by law for persons guilty of per-
Jury. If any person who is not a qualified voter shall
vote at any election, or if any person duly qualified
sball vote in any other ward than the one in which he
resides, or shall vote more than once at any election,
he shall be liable to prosecution, and on conviction
thereot shall forfeit and pay a sum not exceeding one
bundred dollars nor less than twenty-five dollars. It
sball be the duty of the in:pectors to keep a list of the
names of all persons whose vote may be challenged as
aforesaid, and shall eweur in their votes. And if any
inspector shall knowingly or corrupily receive the vote
of any person not authorized to vote, or shall make
out false returns of any election, or if any clerk shall
not write down the name of every voter as he votes, or
shall wilfully make untrue and incorrect counts and
tallies of votes, such inspector or clerk shall be liable
to prosecution, and oo conviction thereof shail sever-
ally forfeit and pay a sum not exceeding five hundred
dollars, nor less than one hundred dollars. All such
indictinents shall be tried in the circuit or municipal
court for the county of Oconto.

executive oflicers of the city discharge their respective
duties. He sball from time to time give the common
council such information and recommend such meas-
ures a3 he may decm advantageous to the city. The
mayor shall be chief executive officer and head of the
police of the city, and in case of a riot or other dis-
turbance, or apparent necessity he may appoint as
many special or temporary constables as he may deem
necessary. The mayor shall have a vote only in case
of tie. The mayor shall have power to veto an
ordinance or resolution passed by the common council,
by notifying the common couucil of his objections
thereto, at any time within seven days after the
passage of such ordinance or resolution.

The president or temporary
presiding officer, while presiding over the board, or
performing the duties ot the mayor, shall be styled
acting mayor, and acts performed by them or either of
them thall bave the same force and val dity as it per-
formed by the mayor, except the siguing of the city
bonds; and said common council shall also at their
first meeting in each year elect a clerk, marehal, attor-
ney aud phy=ician for the city, who shall held their
respeciive offices for the term of one year and until
others are elected and qualified.
CITY CLERK— HIS DUTIES. :

SrcrioN 4. The c'erk shull keep the corporate Dutles of eliy
seal, and all the papers and records of the city, and “*
keep a record of the proceedings of the common coun-
cil at whose meetings it shall be his duty to attend,
and cories of all papers filvd in his office, and tran-
scripts frorr the records of the common council, certi-
fied by him to bave been comparel by him with the
original and to be a correct transcript therefrom under
the corporate seal, shall be evidence in all courts, in
like manner as if the original were produced. He
shall draw and countersign all orders on the treasury
in puisuance of any order or resolution of the common
council, and shall keep a full and accurate account
thereof 1n books provided for that purpose. Ile shall
file in his office all chattel mortgages presented to him
for that purpose and the renewals thercof, and safely
keep the same, receiving therefor the rame :ompeosa.
tion as clerks of towns, and all chattel mortgages so
filed and the renewals thereof shall be as valid and
legal as if the same had been filed in the town clerk s
office in any town. He shali see that all ordinances,
orders, resolutions, notices and other matters requiring
publication are promptly and correctly publithed in
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such paper as the council may have directed and that
the proof thereof be made and recorded. He shall act
a8 clerk of the board of equalization. He shall keep
a full and accurate account of all certificates of appro-
priation and orders drawn on the city treasury, in a
book provided for that purpose, and shall also keep an
accurate account with the treasurer and charge him
with all tax lists delivered to him for collection, and all
sums of money paid ioto the treasury. Ie shall per-
form such other duties aot here enumerated.as may be
required of him in his said capacity by the common
council or by the general laws of the state of Wiscon-
8in in relation to tne assessment and collection of taxes
in said city. Whenever the clerk shall be absent from
any meeting. the city council may appoint a clerk pro
tem. The city clerk shall have power and authonty
to administer oaths and affirmations.

JUSTICE OF THE PEACE.

Justiceof the  SECTION 6. The justices of the peace elected under

pesca. this act shall have the same jurisdiction and perform
all the duties of justices of the peace, and shall qualify
in the same manner as providefge by the general laws’
of this state, except that their official bonds shall be
approved by a majority of the common zouncil, and in
addition thereto they shall have jurisdiction in all
cases arising under this act and the ordinances, reso-
lutions and by-laws passed by =aid city council, unless
therein otherwise provided. All constables elected by
virtue of this act shall have and exercise the same
powers and duties and be subject to the same liabilities
as constables of towns.

TREASURER — HIS DUTIES.

Dattes oftrens.  SECTION 6. The treasurer of said city sball per-
urer. form-such duties and exercise such powers as' may be
lawfully required of bim by the ordinances of said
city or the laws of this state. All moneys raised, re-
ceived, recovered or collected by means of any tax,
license, penalry, fine, forfeiture or otherwise under the
authority of this act, or which may belong to the said
city, shall be paid into the city treasury aud eball not
be drawn therefrom except by an order issued by
order of the common council and signed by the mayor,
and countersigned or attested by the clerk. Ile shall
keep an accurate account of all moneys or uther things
coming into his hands as treasurer, in a book or books
to be provided for that purpose, which shall remain the

son. At the first regular meeting of the common
council in each month he shall make a report stating
in detail the receipty and disbursements in his office
since the last preceding monthly report, an account of
the general fuond and ot each fund which be is required
to keep distinct and separate from other funds in the
city treasury, and also the total receipts and disburse-
ments during the same time and the condition of each
of said funds at the date of the report. Oa the first
Tuerday of April iv each year the treasurer shall file
in the office of the city clerk a statement showing in
detail the monthly receipts and disbursements of the
precediog year, an account of each separate tund and
the condition of such funds at the date of the report.
He shall also be collector of taxes and receive such
compensation for bis services as hereinafter provided,
and at the expiration of his term of office he shall hand
over to his successcr all moneys, books. papers and
" property in his possession, belonging to sai(F city, and
be shall have the rame powers and be subject to the
same liabilities and be governed by the same laws as
treasurers of towns. The treasurer sball be ineligible
for re-election to the same office for one year next
succeeding the termination of his office.

MARSHAL — POWERS AND DUTIES.

SEctioN 7. The marshal shall attend all meetiogs Duttes of mar-

of* tbe common council, and shall perform such duties ™"

as shall be prescribed by the council for the preserva-
tion of public peace and collection of license moneys
and fines. He shall possess all the powers of consta-
bles of towns, and be subject to the same liabilities.
It shall be his duty to execute and return all writsand
processes to him directed, and when necessary, in
criminal cases, or for the violation of any ordinance of
said city or law of this state, may pursue and serve the
same in any part of the state. It shall be his duty to
suppress all riots, disturbances and breaches of the
peace, and to remove all obstruction in the streets and
alleys of said city, and to abate all nuisances in’ said
city, to apprebend any person in the act of committing
avy offence against any ordinance of the said city or
the laws of this state, and within reagonable time bring
such person before competent authority for examina-
tion, and for such services sball receive such feea as are
allowed to constables for like services. He shall have
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Eower to appoint one or more deputies, to be approved
y the city council, but for whose official acts he shall
be responsible, and of whom he may require bonds
for the faithful discharge of their duties.

CITY ATTORNEY — POWERS AND DUTIES.

SecTioN 8. The city attorney shall be appointed by
the common council, and shall be subject to removal
at the pleasure of the council. He shall conduct all
the law business of the corporation and of all depart-
ments thereof, and all other law business in which the
city shall be interested, when 'so directea by the com-
mon council. He shall, when requested, furnish writ-
ten opinions on subjects submitted 10 him by the
mayor, or by the common council, or by any of its
committees, or by any other department of the municipal
government. He shall keep a docket of all the cases
in which the city may bea party in any court of record,
in which shall be briefly entered all steps taken in such
cases, and said docket shall at all times be open to the
inspection of the mayor or any member of the com-
mon council, or any city officer. It shall also be the
duty ot the city attorney to draft all indentures, bonds,
contracts, leases, conveyances, and other such instru-
ments in writing as may be required by the business
of the city, to examine and inspect tax and assessment
rolls, and all proceedings in respect to the levy and col-
lection of taxes and assessments, and to perform such
other dutics as may be provided by the charter and
ordinances of thecity. IHeshall bave power toappoint
an assistant, who sball be authorized to do all acts re-
quired by Jaw to bz done by the city attorney; pro-
vided, that the city attorney shall be responsible to the
city for all the acta of such assistant, and that the city
shall not be liable for the compensation of such assist-
ant, nor have any power to pay tre same. The city
attorney shull receive for his services an sonual sslary,
to be tixed"by the common council, payable quarterly.

CITY PHYSICIAN — DUTIES.

The city physician shall bave charge
of all the sick under the care of the city, farnish all
necessary medicines and render for them such medical
and surgical aid as their condition requires and as in
his ju’'gment becomes necessary for their restoration to
health, aud shall discharge such other and further du-
ties concerning the sanitary condition of thecity asthe
mayor and aldermen may impose.

MAY REQUIRE OTHER DUTIES.

SecrioN 12. The common council shill have May requirs
power Irom time to time to require other officers and “"F 4*"e*
further duties to be performed by any whose duties
are herein prescrived ;: and to appoiut such other of-
ficers as may be necessary to carry into effect the pro-
visions ot this act, and to preserbe their duties, and
to fix the compensation of all officers elected or ap-

inted by it, such compensation t» be fixed by reso-

ution at the time the office is created, or at the com-
meacement of the year, and shall not be increased or
dimmished duriog the term such officer shall remain
in office.

PEACE OFFICERS — THEIR POWERS AND DUTIES.

SectIoN 13.  The mayor or acting mayor, sheriff of Daties of peace
Oconto county, and each and every alderman, justice )
of the peace, marshal, unde-sheriff and c¢eputy shenff
of Oconto county, constable, policem1n, and watchman
shall be ofticers of the peace, and may command the peace
and suppress in 2 summary manner all rioting and dis-
orderly behavior within the limits of the city; and
for that purpose may command the assistance of all
bystanders, and if need be, of all citizzns and military
companies; and if any person, bystander, military offi-
cer or private, shall refuse to aid in maintaining the
peace, when so required, every such person shall for-
teit and pay a fine of fifty dollars; and in case where
the civil power may be required to suppress riots or
disorderly bebavior, the superior or seuior officer
present, in the order mentioned in this section, shall di-
rect the proceedinga.
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OFFICERS SHALL DELIVER MONEYS, BOOKS, ETC.,, TO
SUCCESSOR.

SectioN 14 If any person, haviog been an officer
in said city, shall not, within ten days after notifica-
tion and request, deliver to his successor in office all
property, moneys, books, papers and effects belonging
to said city or pertaining to the office he may have
held, he shall forfeit and pay to the use of the city one
hundred dollars, besides all damages caused by his
neglect or refusal 8o to deliver; and such successor may
recover the posse:sion of such books, papers and ef-
fects in the manner prescribed by the laws of this
state.

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPERS.

SgcrioN 15. The common council, at their first
meeting in each year, or as soon thereafter as may be,
shall provide that all printing authorized or required
by it to be done for the city shall belet by contract to
the lowest bidder for the term of one year, but no bid
therelor shall be considered unless made by the pub-
lisher of a newspaper, printed and published in the
city of Oconto, unless the bids of such publishers shall
be deemed exorbitant, or unless such publishers
should fail to bid. ‘All ordinances and other proceed-
ings required by this act, or by the resolutions or ordi-
nances of the common coune'l to be published shall be

ublizhed in the neaspaper so selected, and said paper
shall be the official newspaper of said city. The city
printer or printers, immediately after the publication
ol any notice or ordinance or resolution or by-law
which by this act is required to be published, shall file
with the clerk of the city a copy of such publication

‘with his or their affidavit or the affi1avit of his or their

foreman of the length of time the same has been pub-
lished ; and such affidavits shall be conclusive evi-

dence of the publication of such notice, ordinance, by-

law or resolution, and the clerk shall file the same in
bis office.

CHAPTER IV.
THE COMMON COUNCIL AND ITS POWERS.

SecrioN 1. The mayor and aldermen shall consti-
tute the commoun council, and the style of all ordi- -
nances shall be, * The mayor snd common council of
the city of Qvonto do ordain,” etc. The common
council shall meet at sach time and places as they by
resolution shall direct. A. majority of the aldermen
shall constitute a quorum.
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SectioN 2. The common council shall hoid their
first meeting in each year on the second Tuesday in
April, and thereafter stated meetings at such times as
they shall appoint, and the mayor may call special
meetings, by notice to each of the members to be
served personally, or left at their several places of
abode. The common council shall determine the rules
of its own proceedings and be judges of the election
and qualification of its own members, and have power
to compel the attendance of absent members.

FINANCE.

SecrioN 3. The common council shall have the
management and control of the finauces, except school
moneys, and all of the other property in the city, and
shall likewise, in addition to the powers herein vested
in them, have full power and authority to make, enact,
ordain, establish, publish, enforce, alter, mod:fy, amend
and repeal all such ordinances, rules, resolutions and by-
laws for the government and good order of the city, for
the suppression of v ce, for the prevention of cirime,
and lor the tenefit of the trade, commerce and bealth
thereof, and so enforce as they shall deem expedient;
declaiing and imposing penalties, and so eatorce the
same against any person or persons who may violate
any of the provisiuns of such ordinances, rales aad by-
laws; and such ordinances, rules and hy-laws are
hereby declared to be and bave the force ot law ; pro-
vided, they be not repugnant to the constitution and
Iaws of the United States or of this state, and for these
raurposes shall have authority by ordinance, resolution
or by-laws.

LICENSE SHOWMEN, ETC.

1st. To license, suppress and probibit the exhibi-
tion of common showmen or shows of any kind, or
exhibitions of caravans, circuses or theatrical perform-
ances, billiard tables, bowling raloons, nine or ten pin
alleys; and to provide for the abatement and removal
of all nuisances uoder the ordinaances of said city, the
laws of the state or at common law; and may grant
licenses for and regulate groceries, taverns, victualing
bouses, and all persons vending or dealing in spirituous,
vinous or fermented liquors, and may prohibit and sup-
press the same, and the license fee for 8o dealing in or
vending spirituous, vinous or fermented liquors, shall
be one hundred dollars, and all such licenses hereafter
granted shall run from the firat day of May in each
year; provided, however, that when any such license

14— Laws,
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may be applied for after that date and before the first
day of November in each vear, the same may be
granted to expire on the said first day of May of each
ear, cn the applicant paying pro rata therefor, but no
icense shall be granted for a shorter time or period
than #ix months prior to the first day of May in each
year, or for a longer term or period than oue year.

PROHIBIT GAMING.

2d. 'To restrain, prohibit and suppress all descrip-
tions of gambling and frandulent devices and practices,
and all playing of cards, dice, or other games of chance,
with or without betting ; and to restrain, prohibit and
suppress any person or persons from vending or giving
away or dealing in any spirituous, fermented or vinons
liquors, unless duly licensed by the common couneil ;
and to license, regulate and suppress hawkers and
peddlers.

PREVENTRIOTS, ETC.

3d. To prevent any riots, noise, disturbances or dis-
orderly assemblages; to suppress and restrain disor-
derly houses or groceries, and houses of ill-fame, and
to authorize the destruction of all instruments used for
the purpose ot gambling. No person shall be incapac-
itated or excused from testifying touching any offense
committed agaiost any of the provisions of this act, or
any ordinances of the city of O:onto, by reason ot his
or her being implicated in anv such offense; but the
testimony of such witness shall in no case be used
against said witness,

CLLEANSE NAUSEOUS PLACES.

4th. To compel the owner or occupant of any gro-
cery, cellar, tallow chandler shop, soap factory, tannery,
stable, barn, privy, sewer, or other unwholesome or
nauseous house or place, to cleanse, remove or abate
the same from time to time, as often as it may be
deemed necessary for the health, comfort and conven-
ience of the inhabitants of said city.

LOCATE SLAUGHTER IIOUSES.

5th. To direct the location and management of
slaughter houses and markets, and to prevent the erec-
tion, use or occopation of the same where the offal or
filth thereof shall discharge into the waters of the
Oconto river; aad to estab'ish rates for and license
venders of gunpowder, and regulate the storage, keep-
ing and conveying of the same, or other explosive
materials. .
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GRADE STREETS.

6th. To provide for the making, grading, improv. Grade streets.
ing and repairin§ the streets of the city of Oconto,
and to provide for the making, constructing and re-
pairing gutters and sidewalks in said city, and to pre-
vent the encumbering of the streets, sidewalks, lanes
and alleys with carriages, sleighs, boxes, lumber, fire-
wood, or other materials or substance whatever.

PREVENT HORSE RACING.

the distraining, impounding and sale of the same.

DOGS,

gth. To prevent the running at large of dogs, and Dogs.
to authorize the destraction of the same in a summary
manner when at large contrary to the ordinances of
said city.

PUTRID CARCASSES.

10th. To prevent persons from bringing, depositing Parld car-
or baving within said city any putrid carcass or other )
unwholesome or nauseous substance, and to require
the removal of the same by any person who shall have
upon his premises any such substance or putrid or uo-
sound beef, pork, hides or skins of any kind, or on de-
fault, to authorize the removal by some competent of-
ficer, at the expense of such person or persons.

POUNDS, ETC.

11th. To make and establish public pounds, pumps, Pounds.:
wells, cisterns and reservoirs and to provide for the
erection of water works for the supply of water to the
inhabitants of the city; to regulate and to license
hacks, cabs, drays, carts, and the charges of hackmen,
cabmen, draymeo, and cartmen in the city; and to
erect lamps and to provide for lighting the streets,
public groundsand public highways, with gas or other-
wise.

BOARD OF HEALTIL.
12th. To establish and regulate boards of health, Board of

rovide hospitals and cemetery grounds, regulate the calth.
urial of the dead, and the return of the bills of mor-
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tality, and to exempt burial grounds set apart for pub-
lic use from taxation.

WEIGHT OF BREAD.

13th. To regulate the assize and weight of bread
and to provide for the seizure and forfeiture of bread
baked contrary thereto.

RIDING ON SIDEWALKS,

14th. To prevent all persons riding or driving any
borse or maule, cattle or other animals on the side-
walks in said city, or in any way doing damage to
such sidewalks.
FIREARMS, ETC.

15th. To prevent shooting of firearms or crackers
and to prevent the exhibition of fireworks in any sit-
uation which may be considered by the council dan-
gerous to the city or any property therein, or annoying
to the citizens thereof.

RESTRAIN DRUNKENNESS,
16th. To restrain drunkards, immoderate drinking
or obscenity in the streets or public places, and to pro-

vide for arresting, removing and punishing any persoa
or persons who may be guilty of the same.

REGULATE RUNNERS.

17th. To restrain and regulate runners and solie-
itors for boats, vessels, stages, cars, public bouses and
other establishments.

POLICE.

18th. To make rules and ordinances for the gov-
ernment and regualation of the police of the city.

PUBLIC MARKETS.

19th. To establish public markets and make rules
and regulations for the government ot the same, to ap-
point suitable officers for overseeing and regulating
such markets, and to punish or restrain all persons for
interrupting or iotertering with the due observance of
such rules and regulations; to license und regulate bat-
chers’ stalls, shops and stands for the sale of game,
poultry, meats, fish and other provisions.

HAY, WOOD, ETC.

- 20th. To regulate the place and macner of weigh-
ing and selling hay, and measurivg and selling fuel,
lime and other gross commodities, and to appoint suit-
able persons to superintecd and conduct the same.
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REMOVE SNOW, ETC.

21st.  To compel the owners of buildings or grounds, Remove snow.
or the occupants, where the same are, occupied, tore- -
move snow, dirt or rubbish from the sidewalks, street
or alley opposite thereto, and to compel such owner or
occupant to remove from tho lot owned oroccupied by
him all such substances as the board of health shall di-
rect; and in his default, to authorize the removal or
destruction of the objectional substances by some offi-
oer of the city, at the expense of such owner or occu-
pant.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES.

224.  To regulate, prevent and control the landing {intagions
of persons from boats, cars and stages wherein are con- )
sagious and infectious diseases or disorders, and to
make such disposition of such persons as to preserve
the health of said city. '

AUCTIONS AND AUCTIONEERS.

231. To regulate the time and manner of holding Auctions sad
public auctioos and vendues, and to regulate the sale of ametionesrs.
goods, wares and merchandise, and other property at
public auction, and to grant licenses for the sale of
goois, wares and merchandise and other property at
puablic auction, and to prescribe and fix the amounts
to be paid for such licenses; provided, it shall not be
lawful to charge less than five dollars nor more than
five hundred dollars for any such license for ove year;
and ‘provided also, that nothing in this section shall
prohibit, or affect in any manner, sales at auction in
cases specified in section 1585 of the revised statutes.

To establish wharf and dock lines upon the
banks of the Ocounto river within said city, and re-
strain and prevent encroachments upon said river and
obstructions thereto, and to counstruct, alter and main-
tain, or cause to be constructed, altered or maintained
at the expense of the city or either ward, wharves at
the foot of the streets along the banks of said river.

BY-LAWS,

34th. To make, ordain, amnend and repeal such
crdinances, by-laws and police regulations not contrary
to the constitution of this state, for the good order
and government of the city, and which may be neces-
rary or expedient to carry into effect the powers vested
in the mayor and common council or any officer of
gaid city by this act, or which may be vested in any
officer of eaid city by any ordinauce thereof.

ORDINANCES — 1IOW ENACTED.

SgcTioN 4. All laws, ordinances, regulations aod
by-laws shall be passed by the affirmative vote of a
majority of the common council, and shall be signed
by the mayor ; and shall, within fifteen days after their
passage, respectively, be published in the official paper
or papers of said city, once before the same shall be
in force, and within fifteen days thereafter they shall
be recorded by the city clerk in bouvks to be provided
tor that purpose ; but before any of the said laws, ordi-
nances, regulations or by-laws shall be recorded the
publication therecf, respectively, within the said time,
shall be proved by the affidavit of the publisber or
foreman of such newspaper, and said affidavit shall be
recorded therewith, and at all times shall be deemed
and taken as prima fucte evidence of the time and
manner of such publication; and such record of such
law, ordinarce, regulation or hy-law, and the proof of
publication 11 veof aforesaid, or a transcript of such
record, certific by the clerk under the seal of the city,
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or any printed book containing the same, purporting to
have been published under the sanction of the mayor
and councif: shall be prima facie evidence of the due
passage and publication of such law, ordinance, regula-
tion or by-law. No appropriation shall be made with-
out a vote of a majority of the members of the com-
mon council in its favor, which votes shall be taken by
ayes and noes, and entered upon the proceedings of the
cuuuctl.
COMMON NUISANCES.

Sectriox 5. The powers conferred upon the said
council to provide for the abatement or removal of
puisances shall not bar or hinder suits, prosecutions or
Ercceedings in the courts according to law. Depots,

ouses or buildings of any kind wherein more than
ten pounds of gunpowder are deposited, stored or kept,
at any one time, gambling houses, houses of ill-fame,
disorderly taverns, and houses or places where gpirituous,
vinous or fermented liquorsare gold without the license
required therefor, within the limits of said city, are
hereby declared and shall be deemed public or com-
mon nuisances.

AUDIT ACCOUNTS — MAY REQUIRE EXHIBITION OF
BOOKS AND VOUCHERS.

SecrioN 8. The common council shall examine,
audit and adjust the accounts of the clerk, treasurer,
chief of police, street superiotendent and all other
officers or agents of the city, at such time as it deems
proper, and also at the end of each year, and before
the time for which the officers of said city are elected
or appointed shall have expired. And the common
council shall require each and every such officer or
agent to exhibit bis books, funds and moneys, accounts
and vouchers for such examination and settlement, and
if any such officer or agent shall refuse to comply
with the orders of the council in the discharge of their
said duties, in pursuance of this section, or shall ne-
glect or refuse to render his accounts or present his
books, funds, moneys and vouchers to said council,
it shall be the duty of the common council to declare
the office of such person vacant; and the common
oouncil shall order suits and proceedings at law against
any officer or agent of said city who may be delin-
quent or defaulting in his accounts, or in the discharge
of bis official duties, and shall make a full record of
all such setitlements; and the common council shall
bave power, by an affirmative vote of two thirds of its
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membere, upon reasonable notice, for cause, to remove
{rom office any officer of the city, elected by the com-
mon council, or whose appoiotment sball have been
confirmed by it.

CHAPTER V.

FINANCES AND TAXATION.

SecrioN 1. All funds in the treasury, except school,
state and county funds, shall be under the control of
the common council, and shall be drawn out upon the
order of the mayor and clerk, duly authorized by a
vote of the common council, and all orders drawn upon
the treasurer shall specify the purpose for which they
were drawn, and'shall be payable geoerally out of any
funds in the treasury belonging to the city. City or-
ders shall be receivable for all taxes except school and
special taxes for bridges and school purposes, and ex-
cept taxes levied for the payment of the principal or
interest of any outstanding bonds of said city, which
shall be collected in money or in orders drawn upon
such fund respectively; and all orders sball be pay-
able to the persons or to the order of the persons 1n
whose favor they may be drawn, or bearer.

LEVYING TAX.

SecTION 2. The common council of sid city shall
annually levy upon the taxable property of the city,
to defray the current expenses of said city, a tax not
exceeding one-half of one per cent., and for all other
purposes, except for schools, bridges, and the payment
of principal and interest of any outstanding debts or
obligations of said city. a tax oot exceeding one-half
of one per cent. upon all the taxable property of said
eity. '

BRIDGES.

SectioN 8. The bridges erected by said city across
the Oconto river shall be under the charge aud con-
trol of the city council, and the charges and expenses
necessarily incurred in attending, opening, taking care
of, repairing and reconstructing said bridges, or either
of them, or any part thereof, shall be chargeable to and
payable by said city. And whenever it shall be nec-
essary to rebuild or repair bridges, a special tax may
be levied for such purpose, not exceediaog oune thous-
and dollars in any one year, and when so levied the
same shall be carried out by the city clerk in a separate
colamn in the tax-roll, particularly specifying the pur-
pose for which such tax is levied, and the said taxes,
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when so levied, shall be collected at the same time as
other city taxes are collected; provided, nothing in
this section shall prevent the mayor and common coun-
cil from appropriating a sufficient amount or sam of
tax certificates held or owned by said city to build a
bridge or bridges across the Oconto river within said
city. And said city is hereby authorized and em-
powered to erect and maintain a new bridge or bridges
across the Oconto river, in said city, in place of any of
the bridges heretofore maintained by said city across
said river; provided, said bridge or bridges shall be
8o constructed as uot 10 interfere with the navigation
of said river any more than the bridge beretofore
maintained at the same point, and all cootract or con-
tracts not absolutely void heretofore entered into by
said city for the construction of any bridge across said
river within eaid city not in confiict with this act are
hereby legalized and declared to be in full force and
virtue.
SPECIAL TAXES.

SEcTION 4. Special taxes may als> be levied by the
city council at any regular meeting for the purpose of
pay'ng the interest or principal of any outstanding
debts now due, or hereafter to become due, issued by
the village or city of Oconto, or which may hereafter be
issued by said city hy authority of law; provided,
however, no greater tax shall in any one year be levied
than shall be necessary to pay the amount which will
be due on such debts at the time such tax shall be col-
lectible by virtue of this act, or sball become due be.
fore the time appointed by law for assessing and levying
the annual taxes, and, when so levied, the same shall
be carried oat in a separate column in the tax roll by
the city clerk, particularly specifying the purposes for
which such tax is levied, and the said taxes when so
levied, shall be collected at the same time as other city
ta xes are collected.

ACCOUNTS TO BE VERIFIED.

SkcrioN 6. No account shall be allowed by the
common council unless the same is verified by the
owner thereof, or some person in his behalf, which ver-
ification shall be substantially as follows; I, ——

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WHEN CLAIMS DISALLOWED.

SecTioON 6. When the claim of any person against
the city ehall be disallowed in whole or in part
by the common council, such person may appeal from
the decision of such council to the circuit court for the
county of Oconto, by causing a written not:ce of such
appeal to be served on the clerk of said city within
toirty days after the making of such decision, and exe-
cuting a {ond to said city with sufficient surety, to be
upproved by said clerk, county judge or court com-
missioner, conditioned for the faithful prosecution of
euch appeal, and the paymentof all costs that ghall be
adjusted agaiost the appellant by the court.

CLERK TO GIVE NOTICE OF APPEAL.

-SecrioN 7. The city clerk, upon such appeal being
taken, shall immediately give notice thereof to the
mayor and common council, or shall take such meas-
ures a3 by ordinance or resolution of said common
council he may be required to do, and shall make out
a brief return of the proceedings in the case before
ssid council, with their decision tbereon, and shall
file the same, together with the bond and all papers in
the case in his possession, with the clerk ot the circuit
court for the county of Oconto; and such appeal shall
be entered, tried and determined in the same manner
as appeals from justices of the peace, and costs shall
thereupon be awarded in like manner; provided, how-
ever, that wheunever an appeal is taken from the al-
lowance made by said common council upon any
claim, and the recovery upon such appeal shall not
exceed the amount allowed by said council, exclusive
of interest on such allowance, the appellant shall
pay the cost of appeal, which sball be deducted from
the amount of the recovery; and when tbe amount of
the costs exceeds the sum recovered, judgment shall be
rendered against the appellant for the amouut of such
excess, .

CLAIMS MUST BE PRESENTED.

SecrioN 8. No action shall hereafter be maintained
by any person against the city of Oconto upon any
claim or demand other than a city bond or order, unless
such person shall have first presented his claim to the
common council of said city.

FINAL UNLESS APPEAL TAKEN.

SEcTiON 9. The determination of the common
council disallowing in whole or in part any claim of
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any person, shall be final and conclusive, and a per-
petual bar to any action in any court founded on such
claim, unless an appeal shall be taken from the decision
and determination of such common coancil, as herein-
before provided, or unless such council shall consent and
agree to the institution and maintenance of an action by
such claimant against the city; provided, however,
that when the commen council shall refuse or neglect
to act upon any claim daly presented to them, this
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chapter shall not be so construed as tc prevent the in- .

stitution and maintenance of an action by such claim-
ants against said city.

CHAPTER VL
ASSESSING, LEVYING AND COLLECTING TAXES.

SecrioNn 1. Within such time as the commoan
council shall designate, the assessor shall make outa
complete and accurate assessment roll, which shall con-
tain as near as may be a description of all lands, lots
or parcels of land within said city, sufficient to identify
the same and as hereinafter mentioned and described,
and also of sll persons or bodies politic or corporate
ligble to pay taxes on personal property, and opposite
to such lot or parcel of lind shall be affized the value
thereof, and opposite the name of each person or body
politic or corporate shall be affixed the value of the
personal property for which said person, body politic
or corporate shall be assessed. 'The value of such
property shall be assessed in the same proportion as
the laws of the state prescribe.

HOW ASSESSOR TO ASSESS.

SecTION 2. The essessor ehall assess all real estate
in the city of Oconto, subject to taxation, in numerical
order or as hereinbefore stated, iua book to be kept
for that purpose in the office of register of deeds of
Oconto county, which book shall be known and desig-
nated as the ‘ assessor's book of the city of Oconto,”
and the assessor shall enter the name of the owner,
when he can ascertain the same, opposite such lot or
lots or parcels of land.

BOOK TO BE PART OF RECORDS.

SectioN 4. The city council of the city of Oconto
shall cause the * assessor's book " to be written up an-
nually, by adding thereto or changing all descriptioos
of lots or parcels of real estate which bave by subdi-
vision or otherwise become liable to taxation since the
said assessor's book was last written up.

REAL ESTATE — T0 BE DESCRIBED.

SecTioN 5. Each and every parcel of real estate in
the city of Oconto liable to taxation, which has been
conveyed by metes aud bounds, shall be described in
the assessor’s book as nearly as may be in the wordis
of the deed by which such parcel is conveyed of
record. And any lot which has not been so conveyed
by deed or wkich is not numbered on a recorded plat,
shall be described in the assessor’s book by a correct
and pertinent description, and the common council may
employ a competent surveyor if necessary to obtain
any such description, and no description of land shall
be deemed insufficient by reason of the use of abbre-
viations or figures or signs commonly used in desecrib-
ing land.

STYLE OF DESCRIPTION.

Se¢tioN 6. Each and every lot or parcel of land
described in the assessor's book as provided in the
ceding sectivn shall also be known and designat
said book by numbers thus: Part 1 (or other number)
of lot ..— (or other government subdivision) of sec-
tion , township , range ,or part (aumber)
of lot , block , in 's addition to the
city (or village) of Oconto.

DESCRIPTION TO BE SUFFICIENT.

SecrioN 7. In all the assessment and tax rolls, and
in all advertisements, papers, certificates, conveyances,
or proceedings for the assessmeut and collection of
taxes, and proceedings founded thereon as well hereto-
fore as Lereafter, anv description by number, as pro-
vided in the precedmg section, shall be suﬁiclent, aod
shall be held to include and be a part of the descrip-
tion of the same lot or parcel of land written at lenglb
upon the ‘“asseszor’s book.” - .

MAPS TO BE KEPT.

SectTioN 8. A map of the city of Oconto, upon
which every lot or parcel of land in eaid city shall be
correctly drawn and designated, shall be kept in the
office of the city clerk. And a duplicate copy of said
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map upon tracing vellum or other map paper, shall (or
may) be kept in the office of the register of deeds, and
said map (or maps) shall be written up and corrected
annually, so as to correspoad with the assessor's books,
and shall be a public record in connection wit1 and a
part of the records of assessment and taxation in said
city.
DESCRIPTION TO BE BINDING.

SecrioN 9. Auy conveyance or instrument in writ- Denertption to
ing, by which any estate or interest in real estate in = ¢
the city of Oconto is created, a'ienvd, mortgaged or
asigned, or by which the title to any real estate in
said city may be effected in law or equity, deseribing
such real e-tate or interest therein by number, as pro-
vided in.section six of this chapter, shall be legal and
binding in all respects as if described by metes and
bounds.

OMISSIONS — HOW PROCEED.

Secrrox 10. If it shall appear-to the assessor that Omtsslons —
aoy lot or parcel of land was omitted in the assess. " Prooet
ment roll of either or both of the two proceeding
years, and that the same was then liable to taxation,
he shall, in addition to the assessment for the current
year assess upon the lot or tract so omitted the just
valuation thereof, noting the year when such omission
occarred ; and such assessment shall have the same
force and effect as it would have bad if made in the
year when the same was omitted.

ASSESSMENT TO BE COMPLETED.

SgcroN 11 The said assessment roll shall be made Aswcssment to
and completed by the assessor on or before the first o
Mounday in July in each year. When the same shall
be completed the said assessor shall give at least one
week’s notice thereof in the official paper of the.city,
of the time and place where the board of equalization
will meet for the purpose of hearing objectioas of par-
ties deeming themselves aggrieved by such assessment ;
aad at the time mentioned in siid notice the said board
shall meet, and may adjourn from day to day until
they shall have heard all pariies appearing, aod after
bearing the sawmne the board of equalization shall make
such alterations or revieions as justice and ¢quity may
require ; provided, that the time for hearing such ob-
jections shall not be extended more than two weeks
trom the expirauon of said notice.
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EQUALIZATION OF ASSESSMENT.

SkecrioN 12. Within one week from the time lim-
ited for the hearing of such objections, the board of
equalization shall return the said assessment roll, with
the minutes of their proceedings, to the common coun-
cil, and the common council may confirm or refer the
same back to the board of equalizition for revision.
The common council may supply omissions in said roli,
and for the purpose of equahzing the same may add to,
take from, or otherwise revise and correct the same,
provided, that the amount of said roll shall notbe in-
creased, except when the value of such real property
may bave been omitted by the assessor.

BOARD.

SecrioN 13. The board of equalization shall con-
sist of the mayor, assessor and one alderman from
each ward, who shall be known as chairman of the
ward. ‘

TAXES TO BE A LIEN.

SecrioN 14. All taxes and assessments, general
and special, levied uander this act, sball be and remain
a lien upon the lands and tenements upon which they
may be levied or assessed, and upoan all personal prop-
erty of any person or body politic, corporation or asso-
ciation assessed {or personal taxes, from the time of the

confirmation of the assessment roll or rolls by the

common council until such tax shall be paid, and no
sale or transfer of such real or personal estate shall
affect such lien. Any personal property belonging to
the persons taxed may be taken and sold for the pay-
ment of any taxes levied under this act.

ROLL TO BE ZXILED.

SectioN 15. When the assessment roll shall have
been revized and corrected, the same shall be filed with

‘the city clerk, and an order coofirming the same shall
be entered in the proceedings of the common council.

SUPERVISORS MAY EQUALIZE.

SecrioN 16. The board of supervisors shall have
the right of equalizing the assessment roll of the city
and towns in said county, a8 provided by law, butin
the equalization shall consider the assessment roll of
said city as an entire roll, and shall not change the rel-
ative valuation of the different wards.
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TAX LEVY.

SkcrioN 17. Immediately after the board of super-
vieors shall certify to the city clerk the amount of
taxes levied by them the common council shall, by res-
olution, levy such sum or sums of money as may be
sufficient for the several purposes for which taxes are
herein authorized to be levied, but not exceeding the
authorized percentage, particularly specifying the pur-
poses for which the same are levied.

ROLL TO BE COPIED.

SectioN 18. As soon as said tax shall be levied

the common couaci! sball cause the assessment roll to *

be copied in a book provided for that purpose, setting
opposite to each tract of land and to each person named
under proper columos such sum or sums as may be
levied upon such lot or lots or against such person.
The different percentages for the several funds &xcept
the ward funds and benefits and damages by special
assessment?) may be carried out on said roll in one
separate column. The said copy shall be designated
the tax roll, and to it shall be appeocded a warrant
signed by the mayor and city clerk, directed to the city
treasurer, requiring and commanding him to collect the
taxes and assessments on said roll.

‘o TREASURER TO GIVE NOTICE.

SecrioN 19.  Upon the receipt of any tax roll by
the treasurer, it shall be his duty to give public notice
in a newspaper published in said city that such tax roll
(describing for whut purpose said tax or taxesare levied)
has been committed to him for collection, and that he
will receive payment for taxes at Lis office for the termmn
of ten days next ensuing said notice; and all persons
paying taxes during said time shail be entitled to a dis-
count of two per centum upon the amount paid. If
the taxes are pot paid within the said time, he may
then proceed to collect the same by distress and sale of
goods and chattles of the persons charged, giving at
least gix days’ notice of the time and place of sale by
posting up not less thin three notices in a8 mavoy pub-
lic places in said city, or by returning a delinquent li<t
to the county treasurer as herein provided, and in every
other manner shall, to enfcrce the collection of taxes
in the manner specified by the laws of this state for the
collection of taxes; and if such taxes shall not be paid
or collected in consequence of the neglect or delay of
the treasurer, the common council may sue for and re-
cover the amount thereof from the treasurer and his
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sureties; provided, that the common council shall have
authority at any time
