The 
common council of said city shall, on or before the 
first Monday in November in each year, by reso-
lution to be entered on the record, determine the 
amount of corporation tax for all purposes to be 
levied and assessed on the taxable property within 
the corporation limits of said city for that year; 
provided, however, that the total amount of such 
tax shall not in any one year exceed eight mills 
on the dollar of the assessed valuation of the tax-
able property of. said city, as it appears upon the 
assessment roll for that year, unless a greater sum 
shall have been authorized to he raised by a vote 
in favor of such greater sum, of a majority of the 
qualified electors of said city, had and taken in 
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the manner provided in section 4, of chapter 9, of 
this act. The clerk of said city shall on or before 
the third Monday in the said month of November 
in each year deliver to the town clerk of the town 
in which said city is situated, a certified copy 
under his signature of all resolutions of said com-
mon council, determining the amount of taxes, 
general and special, to be levied and assessed in 
said city for that year, together with a description 
of the territory included within the corporate 
limits of said city. 

SECTION 2. Section 3, of sub-chapter 15, of said Fees of city 

chapter 247, is amended so as to read: Section 3. treasurer.  

The town treasurer shall pay over to the city 
treasurer all sums collected by him for said city 
within twenty days after he shall have collected 
the same. The city treasurer shall have one-half 
of one per centum on all moneys received and 
one half of one per centum on all moneys paid 
out by him on orders.
