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isfied, and may be collected as provided in the re-
vised statutes for the enforcement of liens upon
logs, timber and lumber.

SEcTION 4. The right is hereby reserved to re-
peal or annul this act, and to revoke or modify
the franchise hereby granted, whenever, in the
judgment of the legislature the public interest
may so demand.

SEctION 5. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 138.

AN ACT fixing the time of the spawning or closed
season for the Brule river in Douglas county.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. The spawning or closed season, as
construed and established by section 2, chapter
486, laws of 1889, of the state of Wisconsin, for
brook, rainbow and mountain trout, be and
hereby is, construed, fixed and established for
such brook and mountain trout, and for grayling,
in and for the Brule river and its tributaries in
Douglas county, Wisconsin, from September 1st
to the fifth day of August next succeeding, in
each year.

SectioN 2. All acts or parts of acts conflicting
or inconsistent with the provisions of this act be
and the same are hereby repealed.

SeotioN 3. This act shall take effect and be in
force from and after its passage and publication.
