CHAPTER 89. 
AN ACT to authorize the city of Milwaukee to 

raise a special tax in the smth sewerage district 
of said city. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, do enact as follows: 

Szernim I. The commln council of the city of 
Milwaukee is hereby authorized to levy and raise 
by taxation upon all taxable property, real and per 
sonal, within the south sewerage district of said 
city, in addition to the amount authorized to be 
raised for a sewerage fund in said district, and in 
addition to the amount of money authorized to be 
raised by taxation for all purposes within said dis 
trict, now limited by law, for each of the years

CHAPTER 90. 
AN ACT to authorize the city of Milwaukee to 

issue bonds for the extension of its system of 
water works. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented 
in senate and assembly, clo enact as follows: 

Common coon- SECTION 1. The corniTIOn council of the city of 
cil  may issue Milwaukee is hereby authorized to provide by bonds. 

ordinance for the issue of corporate bonds of said 
city not exceeding in amount one hundred thou-
sand dollars, payable in not more than twenty 
years after date of said issue. Said bonds shall 
bear intereq not exceeding the rate of five per 
cent. per annum, and shall be known as and 
called "city water bonds," and shall be issued to 
provide funds for the extension of the system of 
water works in said city. Provi,:ed, that not 
more than fifty thousand dollars worth of said 
bonds shall be issued in the year 149I, and not 
more than fifty thousand dollars worth of said 
bonds shall be issued in the year 1892.
