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resolution adopted by a majority of the mem-
bers of said corporation at an annual meeting
may vote to insure in other towns, villages and
cities of the county in which said corporation is
located, and also in cities and villages of coun-
ties adjoining the county in which such corpor-
ation was first organized; and no such corpora-
tion shall insure any property other than dwell-
ings, barns, stables and sheds, and the contents
of such buildings, except as may be provided
in the constitution or by-laws. But in no case
shall the amount insured exceed two thousand
dollars on any one risk.

SEcTION 2. This act shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 337.

AN ACT to amend rections 15, 16, 26, 27, 31 and
32, of chapter 288, of the laws of Wisconsin
for the vear 1893, entitled, “An act to consoli-
date and revise the statutes of the state, relat-
ing to general elections, the conduet, canvass
and returns of the same, and to secure the se-
crecy and purity of the ballot, and for other
purposes.”

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

Inspestors to SECTION 1. Section 15, of said chapter 288, of
oat the laws of 1893, is hereby amended sc as to
read as follows: Section 15. The said inspec.
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tors, before doing any business, shall severally
take and subsecribe the oath of inspectors at a
general election, and shall, at their first meet-
ing, make a registry of all the electors of their
respective districts, placing thereon the full
names, alphabetically arranged according to
surnames, in one column, and in another the
residence by number and name of street, or
other location if known. If any elector’s resi-
dence is at any hotel or public boarding house,
the name of the hotel or boarding house shall
be stated in the registry. They shall put
thereon the names of all persons residing in
their election district, appearing on the poll
lists kept at the last preceding general and mu-
nicipal elections, and are authorized to take
therefor such poll list from the office where kept,
omitting therefrom the names of such as have

died or removed from the district, and adding -

the names of all other nersons known to them
to be electors in such district. In case of the
formation of a new election district, since the
last preceding general election, the said hoard
therein may make such registry from the hest
means at their command, and mav, if necessarv,
nrocure therefor certified copies of the last noll
lists. Theyv shall complete such registry, as far
as nracticable, at their first meetine, and shall
make four copies thereof and certifv the orici-
nal and each copy to be a true list of the elec-

copies of said registry to be made and posted
in twenty-five of the most public places in said
election district, at an expense not exceeding
one cent for each name.

SECTION 2. Section 16, of said chapter 288,
laws of 1893, is hereby amended so as to read
as follows: Section 16. The inspectors shall
hold their second meeting at the same place
designated for holding elections, on the Tuesday
one week preceding the election. They shall
meet at nine o'clock in the forenoon and hold
their meeting open until eight o’clock in the
evening. They shall revise and correct the reg-
istry. First, by erasing the name of any per-
son who shall be proved to their satisfaction, by
thie oath of two electors of the district, to be not
entitled to vote therein at the next ensuing elec-
tion, nnless such person shall appear, and, if
challenged, shall answer the questions, and take
the oath, hereinafter provided.

‘Anv person. whoisnot twentv-one
vears of ace, hefore the date when the remistev
is required to be corrected. but will he, if he
lives until the dav of election. shall have his
name put on such reaistry, if he be otherwise
aualified to he an elector. ‘Any elector who
did not vote nt the nrevions ceneral election,
shall he entitled to be remistered, either at the
preliminarv or final registration of electors, hv
anpearine before the hoard of recistration of
his election distriet, and establishine hic richt
to be registered, or instead of a nersonal an.
pearance, he may make his application to be
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registered to the board in writing. Such appli-.. .

cation shall state the name and period of con:’

tinuous residence in the election district, and
place of residence therein, giving the number
and street of the applicant, and in case the per-
son making the application is of foreien birth,
he shall state when he came to the United
States, and to the state of Wisconsin, and the
time and place of declaring his intention to be-
come a citizen of the United States, and that
he is entitled to vote at the election. Upon re-
ceiving such application, the board of registra-
tion shall register the name of such applicant,
if it appears to the board that the applicant is
by his statement entitled to vote. Such state-
ment shall be preserved by the board, and be
filed in the office of the proper town, village or
city clerk. Every person named in this section,
shall be subject to the same punishment for
any false statement, or other offense, in respect
thereto, as provided in case of such false state-
ment, or other offense, by an elector offering to
vote at an election. After such registry shall
have been fully completed on the days above
mentioned, no name shall be added thereto bv
anv person or unon anv pretext, except as here-
inafter provided. Within three days after the
second meeting, the said board shall cause at
least six conies of the registry to.be made or
printed, each of which shall he certified bv
them to be a correct recistry of the electors of
their district, one of which shall . be kept bv
each inspector for use on election dav, and two
shall be forthwith filed in the office of the
proner town, citv or village clerk. All regis-
tries shall at all times be open to the public in-
spection, at the offices where denosited, with-
out charge.

CHAPTER 338.
AN ACT relative to the licensing of plumbers
and the supervision of the business of plumb-
ing.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented ir
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. No person, firm or corporation piumbers
engaged in or working at the business of license

plumbing, in cities of the first, second and third
class, shall hereafter engage in or work at said
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
