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CHAPTER 159. 

AN ACT to amend section 4 of chapter 40 of the private and 
local laws of 1855, entitled "an act to incorporate the Brock-
way college in the village of Ripon, Fond du Lac county. 

The people of the slate of Wisconsin represented in senate and 
assembly do enact as follows: 

Officers of board of trustees. SECTION 1. Section 4, chapter 
40 of the private and local laws of 1855, is hereby amended so 
as to read as follows: The board of trustees shall have power 
to elect a president, a vice president, a secretary and a treas-
urer, who shall be the officers of the corporation with such 
powers and duties as may be prescribed by the by-laws of the 
corporation or by authority of the board. The president shall 
be ex officio a member of the corporation, but the other officers 
shall be chosen only from members of the board of trustees. 
Whenever it shall he deemed expedient., the offices of secretary 
and treasurer may be held by the same person. The foregoing 
officers, together with such other members of the corporation as 
the hoard may designate, shall constitute and be termed the 
executive committee of the board of trustees and such commit-
tee shall have the power to execute any and all business of the 
corporation committed to them by the by-laws or resolution of 
the board. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.
