CHAPTER 224.

AN ACT amendatory of section 2431 of the statutes of 1898,
relating to “judges may preseribe rules of practice.”

The people of the slale of Wisconsin represented in scnalc and
assembly do enact as follows:

Rules of practice may be prescribed; authority of court attend-
ants. Spcriov 1. Section 2431 of the statutes of 1898 is
hereby amended so as to read when so amended as follows:
Section 2431, The judges of the circuit court may preseribe
a1l such rules of practice and rules to regulate their proceedings
and facilitate the administration of justice as they may deem
necessary, net ineonsistent with law or the rules of practice
preseribed by the justices of the supreme court. Any officer
of the court or court attendant who may be appointed by the
judge of any ecirenit eourt, shall have the same powers and aw-
thority in conrt, during cach session thereof as the sheriff of
the eonnty.
