amended shall read as follows: 8. For the establishment of
public baths and hospitals and the purchase of sites for the
same ; and for the purchase of land for a city market.

CHAPTLER 429.

AN ACT construing the statutes, relating to the bank éxaminer
and conferring upon the commissioner of banking all the
powers and duties of the bank examiner.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenled in senale and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Terms defined; powers and duties conferred. Sgcrion 1. The
words “bank examiner,” wherever they shall appear in any stat-
utory act of the state of Wisconsin, shall he construed to mean
commissioner of banking, and all the powers and duties, author-
ized and prescribed by law, for the bank examiner, are hereby
conferred upon the commissioner of hanking.

Section 2. This act shall take effect and be in foree from
and after its passage and publication.
