CHAPTER 311.

AN ACT to create section 1862m of the statutes, relat’'ng to the
heating of interurban cars.
The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1862m. It shall be unlawful to operate any in-
terurban car or street car between the fifteenth day of October
of one year and the succeeding fiftcenth day of April, unless
such car is provided with a rel’able thermometer, placed in a
conspicuous place at or about the center of such car, and a suit-
able heating apparatus. and a temperature of not less than sixty
degrees Fahrenheit at or about the center of such car is main-
tained when reasonably possible so to do wh'le such car is in
actual use for passenger traffic.

2. Any such corporation neglecting or refusing to comply
with any of the foregoing provisions shall forfeit and pay a pen-
alty to the state of not less than fifty dollars, nor more than one
hundred dollars. Each day that such car is operated in viola-
tion of the foregoing provisions shall be deemed a separate of-
fense. .

SecrioN 3. This act shall take cffect and be in force from
and after it passage and publication.

CHAPTER 312.

AN ACT to amend sect’on 4952 cf the statutes, relating to the
confinement of persons in jzils or institutions.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. Section 4952 of the stafutes is amended to read:
Section 4952. 1. In the jails erccted, or which shall be here-
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after erected in this state, there shall be provided sufficient and
convenient apartments for ccnfining prisoners, not criminal,
separate from felons and other criminals, and also for confining
persons of different sexes separate and apart from each other;
and also separate apartments for children under scxtcen years
of age.

2. When any child urder sixteen years of age shall be con-
fined in any institution, jail, or prisen in which adult convicts
or prisoners are held, it shall be unlawful lo confire such child
tn the same room with such adult convicls or prisoners.

SecrioN 2. This aet shall take cffect and be in foree from
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 313.

AN ACT to amend section 553¢ and 5531 of the statutes, relat-
ing to county schools of agrieulture and domestic science.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in cenate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

. SeEcTiON 1. Sections 533¢ and 553 1 of the statutes are amended
to read: Section 553c. 1. The county board of any county
is hereby authorized to appropriate money for the organization,
equipment, and maintenance of a county school of agriculture
and domestic economy. The county beards of two or more coun-
ties may unite in establishing such a schoel, and may appro-
priate money for its organizat'on, equipment, and maintenance.

2. Immediately ofter the county beard or county boards shall
vote to establish a county school of .agriculture and domestic
economayy, the county clerk or clerks of such coumty or counties,
shall notify the dean of the college of agriculiure of such vole
for the establishment of such school.

3. The dean of the college of agriculture, the state superin-
tendent of public instruction, and the president of the board of
agriculture, acting as a committec for swuch purpose, shall de-
cide uron and notify the county board or boards as to the proper
location for such county school of agriculture and domestic
economy and the county school of agriculture and domestic
_economwy shall be located at such placc as is determined wpon by
such committee.

Section 5531. 1. Any school established under the provisions
of this act, whose course of study and qualifications of whose
teachers have been approved by the state superintendent and
