CHAPTER 294. 

AN ACT to create section 496p-2 of the statutes, relating to 
powers of electors, providing for the erection of school 
buildings and maintenance or schools in certain cases. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to 

read: Section 496p-2. It shall be lawful for the electors of any 
union free high school district and the elect9rs of any ordinary 
school district included within the union free high school dis-
trict, to direct and authorize their respective school boards or 
boards of education to enter into an agreement binding upon 
the districts interested whereby a building in which the free 
high school and the district school or schools may be housed, 
may be erected and maintained jointly by the union free high 
school district and the other district interested. 

SscrioN 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from 
and after its passage and publication.

CHAPTER 295. 

AN ACT to amend section 1953u and paragraph (35) and the 
following part of section 1954 of the statutes, relating to re-
ports by life insurance companies doing business in this state, 
or having in force any policies issued or delivered therein, and 
prescribing a penalty. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 1953n of the statutes is amended to read: 

Section 1953n. 1. Every life insurance company doing business 
in this state, or having in force any policies issued or delivered 
therein, shall on or before the first day of March in each year file 
in the office of the commissioner of insurance the annual state-
ment • • • required by section 1954 and include as a part 
thereof an exhibit of the gains and losses * • * separately 
for its participating and non-participating business and its or- 
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dinary and industrial business, and * * * separately as to 
each for the first years business and for the total business of the 
company. 

2. Such statement shall be upon or in conformity with blanks 
prepared by the commissioner in substantially the form hereto-
fore required. 

3. Where a separate account of any items required on such 
statement shall not be kept as to the participating and non-par-
ticipating or ordinary and industrial business of any company, 
such statement shall state what proportion of such items is ap-
portioned to each kind of such business. 

4. Such company shall also furnish such other information in 
regard to said matters as the commissioner of insurance may re-
quire. 

5. Provideci that any such company theretofore licensed in this 
state but not licensed therein at the time, in lieu of filing :the 
annual statement required by subsection 1 hereof, may file the an-
nual statement required by the law in force in this state during 
the year preceding the last year during which such company was 
so licensed. 

6. Every such company failing to file every suck statement at 
the time required by law shall forfeit five hundred dollars and an 
additional five hundred dollars for each month elapsing there-
after while such company shall have in force any policies issued 
or delivered in this state until such statement be filed. 

7. Every • such company and every such officer, agent, or em-
ploye thereof, wilfully making any false statement in any such 
statement, shall forfeit five hundred dollars.
