except that in the space provided for the signature, the voter 
himself must sign his name or make his mark. • • • 

The cards shall contain such questions as may be necessary to 
obtain required information to determine the applicant's right to 
registration. Such cards shall also be furnished by the secretary 
of election commissioners to any person applying for them either 
in person or by mail.

proofs 'required in actions brought in a justice's court upon ac-
count. 

The people of the Stale of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEcTioN 1. Section 4099 of the statutes is amended to read: 
Section 4099. In any act 1011 in 11 justiee's court, in which the de-
fendant shall he personally served with the summons or shall ap-
pear, when the plaintiff shall file a written complaint, claiming' 
an indebtedness upon account, verified in the manner prescribed 
for verification of plemlings in a rourt of record an affidavit of 
the plaintiff or of his agent, acquainted with the facts, statinglhe 
names of the parties plaintiff and defendant, that the defendant 
is indebted to the plaintiff upon the account alleged in the com-
plaint, in a specified amount, when the same became due, what - 
set-offs should be allowed, and what payments have been made 
and when made, if any, 111141 the true balance due, with a copy of, 
the account affix441, shall be received as pn.sumptive evidenee of 
the facts therein stated. When made without the state such affi-
davit. must * * * et rtilied as prescribed in section 4203.
