line hetween abutting properties on the opposite sides of streets,
regardless of whether or not the eenter line of any such roadway
is on the center line of the street.

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1, Subsection 1 of section 435e of the statutes is
amended to read: (Section 435¢) 1. Boards of school directors
in cities of the first, second or third class are hereby authorized
to establish and maintain for children and adult persons, in.the
school buildings and on the school grounds, under the custody
and maunagement of such hoards, evening schools, vacation schools,
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reading rooms, library stations, debating clubs, gymnasiums,
publie playgrounds, public baths and similar activities, and ae-
commodations to be determined by such boards, without charge to
the residents of such cities; also to codperate with commissioners
or boards having the custody and management in such citics of
publi¢ parks, libraries, muscums and public buildings and
grounds of whatever sori, and by making arrangements satisfae-
tory to such boards of school directors, and such commissioners or
boards controlling other public buildings and grounds, to pro-
vide the equipment, supervision, instruction and oversight neces-
sary to carry on public educational and recreational activities, as
deseribed in this section, in buildings and upon grounds in the
custody and under the management of such commissioners or
boards having charge of public parks, libraries, museums or pub-

CHAPTER 205.

Whenever the proposition of issuing bonds
for any lawful purpose shall be Submitte:d by any city to the elec-
tors thercof and there shall be then outstanding honds theretofore
issued by said city for a similar purpose, there shall be printed
on the hallot by which the proposition is submitted, in addition
to the things required by section 943 of the statutes, a statement
of the amount of bonds theretofore issued by such eity for sail
purpose and then outstanding.

SEcTIoON 2. All aets or parts of acts ineonsistent with this act
are repealed in so far as they are inconsistent herewith.
