4. If such report is satisfactory to the state superintendent
of education and the state board of industrial education, and
they are satisfied that the school or sehools have been maintained
in a satisfactory manner for not less than eight months during
the year ending the thirtieth of the preceding June, the state
superintendent of edueation shall make a certificate to that effect
and file it with the secretary of state. The secretary of state
shall then draw a warrant payable to the treasurer of such city,
town or village in which the industrial school is located for a
