CHAPTER 254
AN ACT to renumber section 663 of the statutes to be subsec-
tion 1 of said section, and to create subsection 2 of section 663
of the statutes, relating to supervisors.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 663 of the statutes is renumbered to be ~
subsection 1 of said section.

SecTiON 2. A new subsection is added to section 663 of the
statutes to read: (Section 663) 2. Such board of supervisors
may at its annual November meeting provide by resolution that,
at the election to he held in each city and village on the first
Tuesday of April following the adoption of such resolution,
such supervisor shall be elected for a term of three years, and
at the annual town meeting held on the first Tuesday of April
following the adoption of such resolution, three supervisors shall
be elected, one for a term of one year, one for a term of two
years, and the supervisor, designated on the ballot as chairman,
for a term of three years, and thereafter at each annual town
meeting a supervisor shall be eleeted for a term of three years.
In case such resolution is adopted, a supervisor elected to suc-
ceed the chairman shall be designated and elected as chairman,
and, in case any supervisor is clected in a year when his term
as supervisor has not expired, his office as supervisor shall be-
come vacant on the tenth day following his election as chairman
and shall be filled as provided by law.

SecTioN 3. This act shall take effeet upon passage and publi-
eation.

CHAPTER 255
AN ACT to create section 926—180 of the statutes, relating to
the disposal of garbage in cities of the first class.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to be
numbered and to read: Section 926-—180. Every city of the
first class in this state, whether organized under special or gen-
eral law, is hereby authorized to provide for the disposal of the
garbagc of such city by the reduection process, or otherwise, and
to sell and dispose of the produects obtained in the process of
