SectioN 1. Subsection 3 of section 4096 of the statutes is
amended to read: (Section 4096) 3. The attendance of the
party to be examined, and the production of all papers, books,
files, records, things, and matters in the possession of such party,
his or its assignors, officers, agents, or employecs, relevant to the
controversy, may be compelled upon subpoena and the payment
or tender of his fees as a witness. If the party to be examined
is a nonresident of this state, the court may upon motion fix the
time and place of such examination, either within or without the
state. He shall attend at such time and place and submit to
the examination, and, if required, attend for the purpose of
reading and signing such deposition, without service of sub-
poena.
