Section 1. Subseetion (2) of section 20.16 of the statutes, is
amended to read: (20.16) (2) To the Wisconsin Academy of
Sciences, Arts and Letters: ® ¢ ¢

(a) ® * * Annually, beginning July 1, 1915, one thou-
sand five hundred dollars, for printing and ®* * *® other-
wise o carry on the work of said society; but no part of this
appropriation shall be paid out of the state treasury until neces-
sary to pay actunal claims duly audited by the secretary of state.

(b) On July 1, 1919, not to exceed two thousand dollars, for
