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wood for or manufacturing charcoal shall have a lien upon such
material for the amount due or to become due for any such labor
or services, which lien shall take precedence of all other claims,
liens or incumbrances thereon or sales thereof, whether such
claims, liens,.incumbrances or sales are made, created or acerue
before or after the time of doing such'work, labor or services.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication. ’

CHAPTER 27.

AN ACT to amend subsectipns (3) and (4) of section 103.02 of
the statutes, relating to the hours of labor for women.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subsections (3) and (4) of section 103.02 of the
statutes are amended to read:

(103.02) (38) For the purpose of subsection (2) of this section
night work is defined as a period of employment which in whole
or in part falls between nine o’clock P. M. and six o’clock A. M.
of the day following.

(4) The powers granted, imposed and conferred upon the in-
dustrial commission by * * * subsection (1) shall not ap-
ply to the hours of employment fixed * * * by subsections
(2) and (3).
