SECTION 1. Subsection (4) of section 40.55 of the statutes is 

amended to read: (40.55) (4) No tax, or loan, or debt shall be 
voted at a special meeting unless three-fourths of the legal voters 
shall have been notified, either personally or by a written notice 
left at their place of residence, stating the time, place and object 
of the meeting, and specifying the amount proposed to be voted 
at least six days before the time appointed therefor, exclusive of 
the day on which the meeting is to be held. The electors at a 
specia2 meeting may vote a lesser amount than that stated in the 
said notice but not a greater amount. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

relating to improvement of navigable streams by cities border-
ing thereon. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin., represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection (4) of section 62.23 of the statutes is 

amended to read : (62.23) (4) The city may improve lakes and 
rivers within the city and establish the shore lines thereof so far 
as existing shores are marsh, and where a navigable stream trav-
erses or runs along the border of a city, such city may make im-
provements therein throughout the county in which such city
