19228 Every railroad corporation shall erect and maintain
such sufficient guards or blocks at the front and rear of every
frog and of every guard rail in its track, * * * asin either
case the railroad commission shall preseribe or approve. It shall
also erect and maintain such safety clamps or olher devices as the
commission shall preseribe or approve at all mainline switches
except where the commission shall, in writing, approve the omis-
sion thereof. 1f any such corporation, its officers, agents, or serv-
ants shall violate or fail to comply with any of the provisions of
this section or fail to sufficiently guard such frogs or guard rails,

(20.49) (Introductory paragraph) There is appropriated from
