CHAPTER 4.

AN ACT to repeal section 40 of chapter 541, laws of 1927, and
to amend paragraph (a) of subsection (8) of section 5.26 of
the statutes, relating to the time of holding primaries for cer-
tain school boards, ecounty boards of supervisors and judicial
nominations.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. Section 40 of chapter 541, laws of 1927, is re-
pealed.

SectioN 2. Paragraph (a) of subsection (8) of seetion 5.26
of the statutes is amended to read: (5.26) (8) (a) Whenever
such nomination papers propose three or more candidates for
members of the county board of supervisors in counties having
a population of two hundred fifty thousand or more, for any
judicial office, except the office of police justice or justice of the
peace, in any county having a population of three hundred thou-
sand or more and containing an entire judicial cirenit for which
more than one circuit judge is provided by law, or propose more
than twice as many candidates for members of the board of
school directors or the board of education as are to be elected in
any city, neither of the persons whose name is so presented shall
become nominated as a candidate until nominated at a primary
election held * * * {hree weeks prior to the first Tuesday
in April in the year in which such office is required to be filled
by election.

Section 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 5.

AN ACT to amend subsection (4) of section 29.18 of the stat-
utes, relating to the open season for mink and muskrat in
Grant county.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:
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Section 1. Subsection (4) of section 29.18 of the statutes is
amended to read: (29.18) (4) For mink and muskrat there
shall be an open season from January first to April tenth, in all
counties excepting the counties of Calumet, Fond du Lac, Green
Lake, Marquette, Outagamie, Shawano, Waushara, Waupaca,
Marathon, Lincoln, Forest, Florence, Oneida, Langlade, Mari-
nette and Winnebago, where the open season shall be from
October twenty-fifth to April first. * * * There shall be no
open season in Rock, Green, Monroe, Dodge, Barron, La Fayette,
Kenosha, Dunn, Clark, Eau Claire, Polk, Racine, Wood, Chip-
pewa, La Crosse, Bayfield, Pepin, Buffalo, Pierce, St. Croix, Mar-
inette, Jackson, Dane, Lincoln, Burnett, Washburn, Oneida,
Vilas, Iron, Forest, Florence, Ashland, Shawano, Langlade, Wau-
kesha, * * * Douglas, Sawyer, Rusk, Sauk, Iowa, Manito-
woe, Sheboygan and Taylor counties in odd-numbered years, ex-
cepting land and lands and water in Freeman and Seneca town-
ships in Crawford county, known as the Winneshiek bottoms
owned by the United States government, where there shall be an
open season each year for muskrat from January first to April
tenth, and no closed season for mink. There shall be no season
for muskrat in Pike lake in the towns of Reid and Elderon, and
in May Flower lake and Lake Gotoit, in the town of Norrie, Mara-
thon county. On Horicon marsh in Dodge county there shall be
no open season for mink and muskrat, including muskrat on
so-called muskrat farms not legally operated or on muskrat farms
established after July 1, 1927, until January 1, 1933. The tak-
ing of muskrat and mink shall be under the joint supervision of
the state conservation commission and the superintendent of the
upper Mississippi river wild life and fish refuge.

Secrion 2. This aet shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
