CHAPTER 94 . 

.AN .ACT to create 59.15 (1) (ef) of the statutes, relating to 
salaries of county officials during emergency war period. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

59.15 (1) (ef) of the statutes is created to read: 
59.15 (1) (ef) Notwithstanding any other provision of the 

law to the contrary, the county board may increase the salary of 
any elective county officer for or during his term of office. .Any 
action taken by a county board since November 1, 1942, increas­
ing the salary of any elective county officer, and all appropria­
tions therefor shall be ratified and validated, as if such action 
and appropriation had been authorized by law. This paragraph 
is emergency legislation and shall expire January 1, 1945 .
