Any part of sa'i~l fund, except $5,000 annually, may be trans­
ferred to tJ:1e general fund of· the county treasury whenever 
county bonds for the pUl'c}lase of land have been issued by the 
county and placed at the disposal of the county park commis­
sion, or whenever the county has assumed an inc1cbtec1n~ss on its 
hehalf, equal to the amount of money to be transferred. In 
every county having a popillation of 300,000 or more, the county 
park commission shall he subject to * ,'t ~'i I')ection 59.84.
