VALIDATI<'D. (1) ])EI~INTTIONS. As used in this section the 
term! 

(a) "Persoll -engagecl in war sel'vic'e" means any member of 
the a.rmed forceR of the Ullited States, inclnding thm;e held as 
pl'isonel'R of Iya1'; any officer or seamall of the mel·c~la.llt marine 
of the United StateK; <-illY cHizen of the United St.ait'/'i ~yho is in­
terned in a foreign eoputry; 01' allY eitizeli of the UnHed States 
-who iK ontside the limits of the Ullited StatcH by ,pe1'llliHsion, as­
signlllel~t or dil'eetiC'll of any department 01' of-fieial of the United 
~ta.tes government, ill cplll1ection with an activity pertaining to 
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the prosecut.ion of any wa.r in which the Uuited States is then 
engaged. 

(b) "During' the l;eriocl of the existing war" means the 
period commencing September 16, 1940, and ending' one year 
after the termination by treaty of peace proclaimed by the 
President of the wars in which t.he United States is now (1945) 
engaged. 

(c) "Conveyance" meallS any (-writing signed' lry the person 
executing it and intcnded to be a) deed,' mortgage, POWel; of at­

'validity of which i~ governed hy the laws of this state. 

(2) VALIDA'l'ION. ,Vlwnever, during the p'eriod of the 
existing war, a person engaged :in' war servicc has . executed, 01' 

Hl1811 e2;:ecutc) a conveyance, it shall p-ot be invalid becallse of 
the lack of, or defective) seal, attestation, witncssing or _. ac­
knowledginellt; nor sha11 the conveyance be (leniecl ree,orelation 
because of lack 'of,' 01' defective, acknowledgment, witnessing, 
or attestation, if there is recorded an affidavit that the person 
executing it ,vas a person engaged in war service at the time of 
the execution of the instrument. 

(3). WILLS. When~ver, during the period of the 'existiug 
W1U', a TJe1'S011 eng'Rg'ed in war service has executed, or shall exe­
cute, a will or codicil, it shall not be denied prohatc, hecause of 
lack of 11'it1188ses; be'cause the ,,,itnesses cannot be found or pro­
duced to prove the will; because the signatures of the w.it.:t;lesses 
ca.nnot be proved; becau:-;e of RJ1Y defect in attestation or publica­
tion; .or heeause the testator was below t.estamentary age, if the 
court finds the sig'll,ahll"e to be genuine 'and finds from the face 
of the instrument 01' other proof that the signer intended it to 
t?ke 'effect as a _will 01' codicil.

(b) Nothing in this section shall he deemed to affed ihe rights 
of the signer ,of sllCh legal ~nstrull1ent, 'will, or codicil, or hil'i 
successors in interest, ari: .. ,dllg' out of francl, duress, uhdue in­
fluence, mental'incolllpetenee, or i;l the case of a eonveyance t.he 
l'ights arising out Gf infancy. 

(5) SEVERABILITY. If any mbsectioll, paragraph, or 
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other provision of this sectioll, or its application to any perSOll 
01' ch'cml1stance !:>hall -he helel unconstitutional, such decision 
shall not Fltfect the cOll\:>titutionallty of any other subsection, 
paragraph, or other provision, or its' a.pplicatioll to' other per­
sons or circumstances.

29.343 of the statntes is created to read: 
29.343 SLA'1" N}·;T FrSHnm IN 'rEE -UISSISSIPPI. (1) Licenses, 

1"hieh shall authOl,jze-the llse of slat nets in the l1:ississippi river 
over which this state has jnl'isdiction l between the :Minnesota-
1O\va bonnclal'Y line extended and the ,Visconsin-Jllinois uot'm­
clary line extended shall he granted for the taking of commercial 
fish from May 1 to Octobe;' 10f each year. The license fee shall 
be $20 and each licensee or cre,\' may operate not' to exceell 50 
nets, bnt each net hefol,'e use must have attached thereto a metal 
tag stamped to clE'signate the' kind of uet and the number of the 
license. ,Tags shall be furllished to the licensee at t.he time of the 
issuing of t.he liecnse' on the payment of a fee of 50 cents fo]' 
each tag. 'rags must remain Httached to the nets nntil replaced 
by rene,val,tags. No slat net sht'lll be ~ct within 100 feet of any 
llluskrat 'or. heaver house. Auy slat net found in such waters 
after October 1 and any slat net founrl in such waters 01' on 
the V\Tjsco~::dn banks or shores thereof without a tag and Rhowillg 
evWence of being' used in the Jast 5 months shall be seized and 
conflscatecl aR provided in section 29.05. 

(2) Except as IW1'cill provided slat net licenses shall be issued 
and, be subject to section 29.09 except that they shall be issued by 
the county clel'k of the counties bordering on such watel's. A 
sufficient supply or :;;lat net tags shaH be fnrnished such county 
clerks hy the conservdtio]1 commission.
