AN AC'l' to repeal 343.329, to amend 168.15, and to create 
168.155 of the statutes, relating to the misbranding' of oil 
lubl'icants and luixtul'cS of lubricants, the right of injunction 
ill certain caseR, and providing a penalty. 

!Phe people of the state of lYiscons·in, ·rep1·esented in senate and 
(tssembly, do enact as follows: 

SI<OTION 1. 168.15 of the statutes is amended to read: 
168.15 Every person who violates any provision of this chap-

ter, eXCel)t section 168.155 (1), shall be deemed g'uilty of a mis­
demeanor, and, UpOll conirictioll thereof, shall be fined not less 
than $5 nor more than $1,000 or be imprisoned in the county 
jaii not less than 30 days nor more than 6 months. 

SEOTION 2. 168.155 of the statutes is created to read: 
168.155 MISBRANDING OF LUBRICATING OILS AND LUBRICANTS. 

, (1) Every person dealing in previously nsed or previously used 
and reclaimec1~ re-l'efined, recleaned or reconditioned lubricating' 
oils, lubricants or mixtures of lubricants shall at all times have 
e.ach and every container or item of equipment in or through 
which any of such products are sold, kept for sale, displayed or 
dispensed plainly labeled in lettering as large as any other 
lettering thereon'.and in any event in letters of not less than one­
half inch in heig'ht on containers of one quart or less and of not 
less than one inch in height on containers larger than one quart, 
showing ·that the contents thereof are reclaimed oils. Every per­
son who catises to be published, displayed or circulated any 
advertising matter offering for sale any previously used or previ­
ously used and reclaimed, i'e-refined, recleaned or reconditioned 
lubricating oils, lubricants or mixtures of·, lubricants, shall 
slate in such advertising in letters at least as large as any other 
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lettering therein the fact that such products are reclaimed oils . 
.Nuy person violating any provision of this subsection shall be 
guilty of a 'misde:rneanor and upon conviction shall be punished 
by. a fine of not less than $25 nor more than $500, or by imprison­
ment not exceeding 3 months, or by 'both such fine and imprison:. 

.ment. 
(2) Any person dealing in previously used or previously used 

and reclaimed, re-refinec1, recleaned, 01' reconditioned lubricating, 
oils, lubricants or mixtures of lubricants without having each and 
every contain'el' or item of equipment in or througb'whicl;L any of 
tmch products are sold, kept £01' sale, displayed or dispensed 
plainly labeled as rcquiredin subsection (1), or advertising any 
of such {products for sale ,vithont inserting in such advertising 
a statement as required in subsection (1) may upon proper hear­
ing be enjoined fr'om selling ~ny of such products or offering 
displayi:qg or' advertising any of the same for sale. Action for 
such injunction may be brought in any court having jurisdiction' 
to hear and d~cide equity cases in the county in which the de­
fendant resides, and may be broug'ht either by the attorney 
general or by the district attoruey for such county. The author­
ityg-ranted by this subsection shall be in addition to and not in 
lieu of authority to prosecute criminally any pe;eson for a viola­
tion of subsectioil (1). fJ.lhe granting or enforcing of any injunc­
tion under the pro\risions of this subsection is a preventive 
measure for tbc protection of the people of this state, not a 
punitive measure, and the fact that a person has been charged 
or convicted of a violation of subse,ction (1) shall not prevent the 
issuance of a writ of injunction to prevent further unlawful 
dealing in previously used or previously used and reclaimed, re­
refined, recleaned or reconditioned lub,ricating oils~ lubricants 
or mixtures of lubricants, nor shall the fact that a writ of 
injunction has been granted under the provisions of ,this, sub­
section preclude the institution of criminal prosecution or plffi­
ishment. 

(3) The state supervisor and the deputy inspectors shall en­
force the provisions of this, section. 

(4) For the purposes of this section the term "person" 
l~eans any individual, firm, corporation or organization. 

SECTION 3. 343.329 of the statutes is repealed.
