AN ACT to create 95.265 of the statutes, relating to Brucellosis
tests in areas other than county areas.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represenied in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

 95.265 of the statutes is created to read:

95.265 BruceLLosiS TESTS 1N AREAS OTHER THAN COUNTY
AREas., (1) Whenever a petition therefor signed by 75 per
cent of the cattle owners in any area of not less than one town-
ship ig filed with the department it may authorize testing or
vaceinating for Brucellosis to be done in the herd of any such
owner. Sueh testing and vaccinating shall be done according
to the plan selected and upon the terms set forth in an' applica-
tion and agreement executed by the owner and filed with and
approved by the state department of agriculture. The form
and language of the application and agreement shall be sub-
stantially as follows:

Should an owner who is operating under Plan ‘B’ desire at
some future date to receive the benefits of herd blood testing
together with' calfhood vaccination, he. may make application
to this department to transfer to Plan ‘A,

Also, In similar manner, an owner operating under Plan ‘A’
may change to Plan ‘‘B’’ (ealfhood vacecination alone), if de-
sired. The department urges, however, that an owner consider
carefully before making such a deecision, since to sacrifice the
benefits of the agglutination test on herds already operating
under this plan would be in many instances a definite step
backward in the control of Brucellosis. '

(2) Bach such agreement shall continue in force and effect
for a period of 3 years from the date of filing the petition.
So far as applicable and not in confliet herewith, seetion 95.26
shall apply to testing and vaccinating done and animals tested
and vaccinated under this section.

(3) All of such agreements shall be and remain effective only
within the amount which may, subsequent to the passage of this
act, be appropriated for that purpose.
