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to each member, and notwithstanding any speetfic provision in
the charter or articles of wneorporation, the eompany may publish
aeopy * * * of such notice in a newspaper of general state-wide .
circulation at least 30 days prior to such meeting together with
such additional notice, if any, as may be required by the com-
missioner. : : -

CHAPTER 471.

AN ACT to renumber 20.60 (12), as amended by Chapter 332
(Bill No. 198, A), laws of 1947, to be 20.60 (12) (a) and to
ereate 20.60 (12} (b) and 100.04 (2) of the statutes, relating
to the inspeetion, grading and quality improvement of swiss
cheese and making an appropriation.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate gnd
assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrow 1. 20.60 {12) of the statutes, as amended by chap-
ter 332 (Bill No. 198, A}, laws of 1947, is renumbered 20.60 (12)
(a). , '

SEcTION 2. 20.60 (12) (b) of the statutes is ereated to read:

20.60 (12) (b) Of the amount appropriated in paragraph {a)
the sum of $10,100 annually together with the moneys collected
under section 100.04 (2) shall be used for the inspection, grading
and quality improvement of swiss cheese.

‘SEoTION 3. 100.04 (2) of the statntes is ereated to read:

100.04 (2) The cost of such grading shall be charged to
and eollected from the owners of the cheese so graded in the
sum of one-fortieth cent per pound, except that the department
may charge an average fee of 5 cents for each drum and an
average fee of 2 cents for each block.
