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directors, authorizing any such pPayment contrary to the pro-
visions hereof not having reason to believe that such payment
will not impair or diminish the capital shall be jointly and
severally liable to the creditors of the corporation at the time
of declaring such dividends to the amount of their claim,

CHAPTER 576.

AN ACT to appropriate the sum of $1,019.25 to Louis V. Heller
to compensate him for services rendered and travel expenses
ineurred during the months of June to October, hoth inclusive,
in the year 1945, as a certified public acecountant for the state
motor vehicle department in performing an audit of the bhooks
of account and financial records of said department and in-
stalling therein an accounting system.

The people of the state of Wiseonsin, represenied in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

There is appropriated from the general fund $1,019.25 to
Louis V. Heller of Shorewood, Wisconsin, to ecompensate him
for services rendered and travel expenses incurred during the
months of June to Qctober, hoth inelusive, in the year 1945, as
a certified public accountant for the state motor vehicle depart-
ment in performing an audit of the books of aceount and f-
nancial records of sald department and installing therein an
accounting system. Acceptance of this appropriation shall op-
erate as a full and complete release to the state of Wisconsin
for or on aceount of any and all claims arising by reason or as
a result of the rendition of such services.
