Memorializing the President and Congress of the United States
to take steps mecessary to authorize immediate development
of the Great Lakes-St. Lawrence waterway.

WaErnas, The President has termed the proposed develop-
ment of the Great Lakes-St. Lawrence waterway for travel by
seagoing vessels more important to this nation than any other
comparable project; and . ’

‘WHEREas, For 50 yéars outstanding Americans in official and
civilian life, eoncerned with the economic welfare of the people
of this country, have urged this undertaking as vital to the
full development of the country’s resources and inland trans-
portation facilities; and for 20 years the govermors and legis-
latures of the state of Wisconsin, regardless of political affilia-
tion, have gone on record as favoring this great project; and

WrEREas, Every effort in the past to make this seaway a
reality has failed because of vigorous opposition from selfish
and sectional interests; and ‘ .

WHEREAS, The urge for this seaway is today strong and virile
and will continue 80 to be until the Great Lakes-St. Lawrence
waterway is made adequate for navigation of seagoing vessels
and furnishes midwest farm, factory, mine and shipyard prod-
ucts aceess to the markets of the world; and
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WrEREAS, A seaway from the Great Lakes to the tidewaters
of the Atlantic will increase our national gecurity in time of

WaEeRreas, Legislation is now pending before both houses of
the national Congress to authorize eongtruction of the St. Liaw-
rence seaway project by agreement between the United States
and Canada, Senators Wiley and MeCarthy of Wisconsin being
