985.07 (3) (b) of the statutes is amended to read:

985.07 (3) (b) Any legal notice not otherwise designated shall be a
class 3 notice unless the time permitted by law necessitates a class 2 or
class 1 notice, except that any notice required by law on January 2, 1966,
which is not otherwise designated, shall be a class 1 notice.
