SECTION 1. 341.04 (1) (a) and (b) of the statutes [are amended] to 
read :

tion for registration and paid the registration fee, the division stall issue to 
him without charge a temporary operation permit if it appears that he 
would otherwise be unable to lawfully operate his vehicle pending receipt 
by him of his registration plates .
