SECTION 1 . Agreement ratified . The legislature employes in the professional science collective bar- 
ratifies the tentative agreement negotiated for the gaining unit under subchapter V of chapter 111 of the 
1987-89 biennium between the state of Wisconsin, statutes, as approved by the employes of the profes-

SECTION 2. Effective date . This act takes effect 
on the day following publication, except that those 
provisions specifically identified as having other effec-
tive dates in the agreement covering employes in the 
professional science collective bargaining unit are 
effective on the dates provided in that agreement.
