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2005  WISCONSIN  ACT  170
AN ACT to amend 348.26 (4) of the statutes; relating to: single trip permits for oversize vehicles transporting certain

buildings on the highways.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SECTION 1m.  348.26 (4) of the statutes is amended
to read:

348.26 (4)  MOBILE HOME, MANUFACTURED HOME, AND

MANUFACTURED BUILDING PERMITS.  Single trip permits
for the movement of oversize mobile homes, manufac-
tured homes as defined in s. 101.91 (2) (am), or manufac-
tured buildings as defined in s. 101.71 (6) may be issued
only by the department, regardless of the highways to be
used.  Every such permit shall designate the route to be

used by the permittee.  No permit may be issued under
this subsection for operation of a vehicle combination
exceeding 110 feet in overall length or for movement of
a mobile home, manufactured home, or manufactured
building exceeding 80 feet in length.

SECTION 3.0Initial applicability.
(1)  This act first applies to single trip permits issued

on the effective date of this subsection.
SECTION 4.0Effective date.
(1)  This act takes effect on the first day of the 3rd

month beginning after publication.
