EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 23 

MiEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has an obligation to promote 
equality of opportunity for'all its people; and 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin's Spanish-speaking residents have faced 
particular difficulties in achieving equality of opportunity, and 
society has thereby been deprived of m~ny of their potential 
contributions; and 

"\\HEREAS, many Spanish-speaking residents of Wisconsin are not 
employ~d to the full extent of their capabilities; and problems in 
many are as, inc lud ing education, law -enforcement, job -re Lated and 
other forms of discrimination, housing", social services and health 
care contribute to this underutilization of their talents; and 

WHEREAS, an organizational f r aniewo r k is required to provide a 
mechanism by which the special concerns of Spanish-speaking people 
may be brought to the attention of state governmental leaders; and 

WHEREAS, state government could benefit from the advice of 
people who are knowledgeable and experienced with regard to the " 
impact of state policies on its Spanish-speaking minority and 
methods by which its service to these citizens could be improved; 

. NOW, THEREFORE, I, PATRICK J. LUCEY, Governor of the State of 
Wisconsin, pursuant tQ the power vested in "me by Section 14.019, 
Wisconsin Statutes, do hereby establish 

THE GOVERNOR'S COUNCIL FOR SPANISH-SPEAKING PEOPLE 

The council shall conduct a careful study of state"laws"and 
~olic~es which are of special concern to Spanish-speak~ng people, 
ltlentlfy particular n ro bI ems and recommend measures wh i ch state 
government could appi-opr"iately t ake to alleviate them. 

The council shall report to the Governor and may also make
 
recommend.ations to the Legislature and state agencies" "
 

" In carrying out this mandate, the council shall consider 
r~co~mcndations developed by the 1971.Task Force,on Spanish-speaking 
Mfans an~ the 1?74 report on their .1rnplementatlon, ·a,s well a~ other 
~;~~~e~crv ICPS wh i ch are especially l\mportant to Span.i s h- sp eak i ng 
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~hcncver appropriate, the council shall coordinate its activi­

ties wi t h those of other agencies and committees, in order to prevent
 
any duplic3tion of effort in areas of mutual concern.
