Proclamation of Acting Governor Martin J. Schreiber 

Dated November 25, 1977)

notification and attestation from Burnett County Officials, 
Acting Governor Martin J. Schreiber was compelled by 
Section 59.,11 Wisconsin Statutes to issue his Proclamation
