4. The Council may tinclude other representatives from
centers for independent 1iving; parents and guardians of
individuals with disabilities; advocates of and fFor
individuals with disabilities; representatives from
private businesses; representatives from organizations
that provide services for individuals with disabilities;
and other appropriate indivtduals. The Governor shall
make the final selections and respective appointments.
