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EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 402

Relating to a Proelamation that the Flag of the United States and the Flag of the
State of Wisconsin be Flown at Half-Stafl as a Mark of Respect for the Late
Sergeant Todd J. Stamper of the Crandon Police Department
