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practices and competitions, and the example of hard work and dedication they set

has a lasting, positive impact on their pupils; and

Whereas, the skills learned through speech and debate activities serve

students well throughout their lives; and

Whereas, this occasion, on March 3, 2017, presents a welcome opportunity to

recognize such instruction as an essential component of a well-rounded curriculum;
