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Whereas, every individual can play a role in building strong families and

preventing child abuse and neglect; now, therefore, be it

Legislature proclaims April as Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Month in

Wisconsin and calls upon all citizens, government and community agencies, religious

and civic institutions, health care organizations, and businesses to make a difference

in the lives of Wisconsin children by working together to strengthen families and the

communities in which they live.
