The counties of Green Lake and Waushara shall constitute an assembly district.

The fivst, second, third, fourth, eighth, ninth and fourteenth wards of the city of
Madison shall constitute the second distriet.

- The fifth, tenth, eleventh, thirteenth, ninetecenth and twenticth wards of the city of
Madison shall constitute the third distriet.

In case any town, city, village or
ward has not been included in any assembly district, such town, city, ward or village shall
be a part of the assembly distriet in which the adjoining town, village or ward having the
least population in the same county is situated. In ease any new town, village or city is
hereafter created it shall remain a part of the assembly distriet in which it is now situate,
and if created in part from two or more assembly distriets it shall be a part of the as-
sembly district now having the smallest population.

(1m) READJUSTMENT OF WARDS. ‘Within 90 days after January 1, 1954, the common
comneil of the city of Milwaukee shall recreate the said wards of the said eity with the
same numbers and same boundaries except exterior houndaries of exterior wards as
affected by annexations to the said city, as provided in the ordinance adopted by the com-
mon council of said city November 24, 1950, which are the same wards with the same
houndaries used by the legislature in the enactment of ch. 728, laws of 1951; and there-
after within 90 days after the result of each national census is known the eommon council
of any city of the first class shall, by a three-fifths vote of all its members redistriet, re-
adjust and change the boundaries of wards in each such city so that they shall be as
nearly equal in population and compact in area as possible, and to that end such couneil
may, by like vote, from time to time determine the number of wards, ereate new wards,
wards as may be established. [(Im) took effect January 1, 1954; see 1951 ¢.

(2) Errmor oF ANNEXATION TO orTies. If any tferrvitory other than a village or city
of more than five thousand population by the last ecensus is hereafter annexed to any city,
it shall become a part of the assembly or senatorial district of which the ward in which ié
is incorporated by annexation forms a part; provided, that if this provision shall for any
reason be held unconstitutional such fact shall not invalidate any legislative apportion-
ment act in which this subsection is included.
