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46.001 Purposes of chapter.

The purposes of this chapter arve to conserve human

resources in Wisconsin; to provide a just and humane program of services to dependent
and neglected children and children horn out of wedlock; to prevent dependency, mental
illness, mental deficiency, mental infirmity, delinquency, crime and other forms of soecial
maladjustment by a continuous attack on causes; to provide effective aid and services to
all persons in need thereof and to assist such persons to achieve or regain self-dependence
at the earliest possible date; to provide & just, humane and efficient program for the re-
habilitation of juvenile delinquents and other offenders; to avoid duplication and waste
of effort and money on the part of public and private agencies; and to co-ordinate and
integrate a social welfare program.

46.011 Department of public welfare; definitions. (1) The state department of
publiec welfare consists of a state hoard of public welfare, a director of public welfare,
a deputy director and its officers and employes and institutions.

(2) Unless the context plainly indicates otherwise, in chapters 46 to 58 (except
chapter 50) “board” means the state board of public welfare; “department” means the
state department of public welfare; “director” means director of public welfare; and
“counsel” means the collection and deportation counsel.

46.012 Board of public welfare. (1) ApporNTMENT, TERM, ELIGIBILITY. The state
hoard of public welfare consists of 9 members appointed by the governor with the con-
sent of the senate for terms of 6 years. Appointments shall be made on the basis of recog-
nized and demonstrated interest in and knowledge of the problems of public welfare. At
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léast' one member shall be appointed 'on the basis of recognized and demonstrated interest
in and knowledge of the problems of mental hygiene; and at least one each on the basis
of similar qualifications in the fields of child and youth problems, public assistance and
corrections. The latter 4 persons designated in the preceding sentence shall be appointed
by the governor from nominations sublmtted by a panel e0n51st1ng of the chairman of.the
state board of health, the state superintendent of publie instruction, the president of the
university, the president of the county -judges’ association of Wisconsin, the chairman
of the Wisconsin welfare council and the president of the Wisconsin publie welfare asso-’
ciation.” At least 2 nominations shall be submitted by thie panel for each such posmon :
All ‘appointinents shall he made without regard to party affiliation o6r to interest in any
special organized group. The governor shall appoint nntlally 3 to serve for 6 years, 3 to-
serve for 4 years, 3 to serve for 2 years; terms shall expire on April 1, of the year of -
exphation Thereafter, each member shall be appointed and confirmed f01 6 years. Va-
cancies shall be filled bv the governor in accordance with the foregoing for the unexpired
term by and with the advice of the senate. A majority of the members constitutes a-
quorwm, liach member shall take and file the official oath. The board shall elect a chair-
nan from its own numbel The director.of public welfare shall serve as a nonvoting ex .
ofﬁcm member of the hoard, and, when matters affecting any division of the depmtment
ave being’ considered by the boald the head of that division shall serve for the time as a
nonvoting, ex officio member of the board. The board shall niake such rules and orders-
for the regulation of its own proceedings as it'shall ‘deem proper.

(2) CompEnsarioN. There shall be at least one meeting a month at l\[adlson, for
which each member shall Teceive for his services a per diem of $25 for time spent at’ sueh,
meetings and a per diem of $10 for time spett in visiting the institutions wnder the juris<’
diction of the' department, but not exceeding $800 per annum, togethel vith necessaly’
expenses incurred in the performance of his official duties.

., 46,013 Functions of board, (1) Powsrs AND pumiks.. The powels and dut1es of
the board shall be’ 1egulato1y, adwsmy and pohcy-fommlg and not administrative or
exécutive, The board shall review the internal organization of the department and shall
from tizne to tine make 1ep01ts to the legislature, based upon these studies; the first such
report shall be in 1951, The board shall plan for and establish within the department a
program of vesearch demgned to determine . the effectiveness of the treatment,. eurative
and rTehabilitative programns of the various institutions and divisions of the’ depaltment
Tlhe board 'shall ‘make ‘a report to the leglslatme of its activities and aecomplishments
before each convening date of theé regiular session of the legislature. The ‘report’ shall

(2) AproiNT DIRECTOR;. BLIGIBILITY, ; The hoard shall appomt the director for an.
indefinite term and may; . at its discretion, remove him. His appointment shall be outside
the class1ﬁed service and shall be made on the basis of recognized and demonstrated
interest in and knowledge of the problems of public welfare. The director’s salary shall,,
be fixed by the board at not to exceed $2,500 more than the maximum of the highest classi-
fied salary range in.the department. The hoard shall consider, among other gualifications,
his interest.in and knowledge of the treatment phases of public welfare programs. Racial,
religious; . natlonal or pohtlcal afﬁhatlons shall not be cons1de1ed in the selection of the
divector. .

(3) CI'rIans’ coMMITTEES. The boald may f1om tlme to t1n1e appomt with the
approval of the governor, committees of citizens to advise it on public welfare programs

aiid problems,’ palﬁculaﬂy ‘in' the fields of mental health; ‘child +welfare, youth control;

community services, and corrections. Among other purposes, these committees should

seek to advise the board. coneerning the ¢o-ordination of public and private welfare ac-
tivitiés and to promote better undelstanchng among the state, the counties, and muniei-
palities. ' Cominittée- members shall receive no compensation except 1e1111burseme11t f01:
necegsary travel ezpense

46.014 - Director, powers and dutles . (1).- Aurmortry, - The administrative ;and
executive powe1s and. duties of the depaltment,shall be vested in- the. director, to be ad:
ministered.by him under the statutes and the rules and regulations of the department, and.
subject to-the policies and. in accordance with the principles established. by the board::

The deputy director and the division
heads shall be appointed on the basis of recognized interest, administrative and executive
ability, training and experience in and a knowledge and understanding of the problems
and needs in the fields in which they will respectively operate. The deputy director and
the heads of divisions shall be appointed and their salaries fixed by the director with the
approval of the hoard; and may be removed by him for cause, with the approval of the
board, after a fair hearing.

(7) Oarm, Boxp. The director shall take the official cath and file a bond in such
amount and with such surety as the hoard directs.

(8) Reporrs. The divector shall annunally and at such other times as the board directs,
prepare and file hudgets and reports relative to the administration of the department,

(9) InvenToriEs. On or hefore July 1 in each year, the director shall cause full
and complete inventories and appraisals to be made of all the property of each institution
administered by the department, which shall be recorded and so classified as to show
separately the amount, kind and value of such property. ‘

(10) VisrrarioNw, The director shall cause each of said institutions to be visited and
inspected at least once a month to ascertain whether the officers and employes therein are
competent and faithful in the discharge of their duties, all inmates properly cared for and
governed, all accounts, hooks and vouchers properly kept, and all the business affairs
properly conducted.

(11) NorrEERN coLONY ANNEX, (a) The director, as a temporary measure, shall
designate and make available for use by July 1, 1951, at least 2- cottages at the Wiscon-
sin child center as an annex to the northern colony and training school for the care of
mentally deficient children, to be supervised and operated by the division of mental hy-
giene,
(b) The divector shall admit children to the annex in the following order of priority:

1. Mentally retarded children occupying space or utilizing facilities in public hospi-
tals whose primary purpose is other than mental care and treatment.

2. Mentally retarded children occupying space in private hospitals where the cost of
care and treatment is shown by the family to be prohibitive because of limited means.

3. Mentally retarded childrven presently cared for at home to the detriment of the
welfare of normal children of the family.

46.015 Department divisions, The department shall be organized to include a dep-
uty dirvector and the following divisions: mental hygiene, corrections, children and youth,
public assistance, and business management. The director may, with the approval of the
board, allocate and reallocate departmental funections and institutions among these
divisions.

46,016 Co-operation with federal government, The department may co-operate
with the United States in carrying out federal acts concerning publie assistanee, social
security, child welfare and youth services, mental hygiene and corrections, services for
the blind, and in other matters of mutual concern pertaining to public welfare.

46.017 Department, actions, seal. The department may sue and be sued, It shall
have a seal with the words “State Department of Public Welfare” and such other design.
as the department prescribes engraved thereon.

46,02 Offices and supplies. The department shall be provided with office rooms in
the capitol and with necessary furniture, stationery, blanks, books, periodicals, printing
and other supplies. ‘

46.03 Department, powers and duties, The department shall:

(1) INSTITUTIONS GOVERNED. Maintain and govern the Mendota and the Winnebago
state hospitals, the central state hospital, the Wisconsin state prison, the Wisconsin cor-
rectional institution, the Wiseonsin state reformatory, the Wisconsin home for women,
the Wisconsin' correctional eamp system, the Wisconsin school for boys, the Wisconsin
school for girls, the Wisconsin workshop for the blind,:the Wisconsin child center, the
northern, central and the southern colonies and training schools and the diagnostic center.
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(2) SUPERVISION OVER PROPERTY, Supervise, manage, preserve and care for the brild-
ings, grounds and other property pertaining to said institutions, and promote the objects
for which they are established.

(2a) Girrs. The department may accept gifts, grants or donations of money or of
property from private sources to-be administered by the department for the execution
of its functions. All moneys so received shall be paid into the general fund and are ap-
propriated therefrom as provided in's. 20.670 (46).

(8) Trusrer purY. Take and hold in trust (whenever it deems acceptance advan-
tageous) all property transferred to the state to be applied to any specified purpose, use
or benefit peltammg to any of the institutions under its control or the inmates thereof,
and apply the same in accordance with the trust; and when ordered by the court, act as
trustee of funds paid for the support of any child in a proceeding under ss. 52.21 to 52.45.

(4) EDUCATION AND PREVENTION. (a) Develop and maintain such p1og1ams of edu-
cation and prevention as it deems proper.

(b) 1. The department, in order to discharge more effectively its 1espon51b1ht1es under
chs, 46 and 48 and other relevant provisions of the statutes, is anthorized to study causes
and methods of prevention and treatment of juvenile delinquency, mental illness, mental
deficiency, mental infirmity, and related social problems, including establishment of dem-
onstration projeets to apply and evaluate such methods in actual cases, The department
is directed and authorized to utilize all powers provided by the statutes, including the
authority under sub, (2a), to accept grants of money or property from federal, state or
private sources, and to enlist the co-operation of other appropriate agencies and state
departments; it may enter into agreements with local government subdivisions, depart-
ments and agencies for the joint conduct of such projects; and it may purchase services
when deemed appropriate.

2. Starting January 1, 1958, the department shall initiate a project to demonstrate
by actual practice a program of early ease finding, family diagnosis and treatment in one
or more communities of the state. The purpose of this project shall be to assist local com-
munities in developing more effective plans for preventing delinquency, mental illness and
related social problems. Such project shall call upon the combined resources of state and
local agencies and officials, and shall include citizen participation. Research for evaluating
the project shall be employed. In order to initiate this project, the department shall em-
ploy a project director and necessary assistants to develop details of the project and ob-
tain funds from local, federal and private sources necessary to conduet a full-scale dem-
onstration. A progress report shall be made to the governor on October 1 of each year.

(5) MeuNTAL HYGIENE. (a) Execute the laws relating to the eustody, care and treat-
ment of mentally ill, mentally infirm and mentally deficient persons, inebriates and drug
addiets. It shall examine all institutions, public and private, authorized to receive and
care for such persons, and inquire into the method of government and the management
of persons therein, and examine into the condition of buildings, grounds and other prop-
erty eonneeted with any such institution and into matters relating to its management

“(b) Direct the psychiatric field work, after-care and community supervision and exer-
cise such powers in relation to prevention as the department deems appropriate.

(6) CorrEcrioNs. (a) Execute the laws relating to the detention, reformation and
correction of delinquents.

(b) Supervise the custody and discipline of all prisoners and the ‘maintenance of
state penal and eorrectional institutions and the industries therein.

(¢) Administer parole and probation matters.

(d) If requested by the governor, make recommendations as to pardons or commuta-
tions of sentence.

(e) Bxamine all institutions authorized by law to receive and detain witnesses or
prisoners or convicted persons and places of juvenile detentlon, and inquire into their
methods and the management of persons therein, and examine the condition of buildings
and grounds and other property connected with any such institution and all matters relat-
ing to its management,

(£) Direct the after-care of and supervise all delinquents under its jurisdiction and
exercise such functions as it deems appropriate for the prevention of crime and delin-
quency.

(g) Direct the penal and correctional psychiafrie serviee in all correctional and penal
institutions, making its services available to those committed to the department as delin-
quent children or as convieted criminals,

(h) Direct the educational programs in all correctional schools and correetional and
penal institutions.,
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(7) CHILDREN AND YOUTH.: (a) Promote the enforcement of: laws for the protection
of mentally deficient; dependent, neglected and. delinquent children and children  born out
of wedlock; and to this end co-operate with juvenile courts:and licensed child welfare
agencies and ingtitutions (public and private) and take the initiative in all matters in-
volving the interests of such children yhere. adequate. provision thelefm has not, already
been made.

(b) When notified of the birth or expected birth of a child born 01 hkely to be born
out of wedlock, see to it (through advice and assistance to the mother or independently)

46.04 Diagnostic center; establishment; purposes. (1) There shall be constructed
near the Wiseonsin general hospital a hospital type building to be known as the “Wis-
consin Diagnostic Center” which shall be equipped and serviced for the temporary
residence and diagnosis of persons committed to the services or institutions under the
jurisdietion of the state department of public welfare, except that those patients.com-
mitted to the Mendota state hospital and the Winnebago state hospital may be transferred
to the diagnostic center only upon recommendation of the superintendent of such hospital
and approval of the department director. The department director may also authorize
the center to receive any minor for plecommltment study upon request of the judge of
any juvenile court in which a case is pending; and, upon request of the director of a
community mental health clinic established pursuant to s. 51.36, may authorize the center
to receive any patient who has been accepted by such clinie for study and treatment.
The diagnostic center and its services shall be administered by the state department of
public welfare and shall be staffed in its diagnostic services by professionally qualified
persons appointed from the teaching staff of the medical school of the university by the
dean of the medical school of the university.

(2) The diagnostic center shall be so administered as to furnish a complete physmal
and mental inventory of an individual committed to the care and custody of the depart-
ment of public welfare upon referral by the director, thereby assuring placement in the
institution best suited to care for the particular case, development of the most effective
curative or rehabilitative procedures in such case, and the most effective co-ordination of
all the institutional facilities provided by the state. For the purpose of co-ordination
hetween the department of public welfare and the medieal school of the university an
administrative committee is created to bhe composed of the president of the university,
the chairman of the state board of public welfare, the dean of the medieal school and the
director of public welfare or their representatives.

(3) Liability of a patient or relative under s. 46.10 for care and mamtenance at the
diagnostic center shall be at the same rate as charged for the institution from which the
patient was transferred, and any collections shall be prorated with the county of legal
settlement based on such rate. When a patient is transferred direetly from the diagnostie
center to the Wiseonsin general hospital the provisions of s, 46.115 shall apply.

There
shall be constructed and equipped in or near Madison a residential facility of approxi-
mately 30 heds for the intensive treatment of emotionally disturbed children under the
administration of the state department of public welfare. Operational planning shall
provide for close interrelationship between the department and the university medical
sehool for conduct of edueational and research programs within this faeility.

(2) Apmrgsions. Admissions shall be limited to children in the approximate age
group of 6 to 12 years when admitted and who have legal settlement in this state.

(4) Srarr. The professional medical staff shall be appointed by the director upon
the recommendation of the dean of the University of Wisconsin medical sehool. The de-
partment is authorized to appoint such other statf as is required to operate such facility.

(6) ForLow-up. The department may by rule establish procedures for reporting the
subsequent medical progress of a patient, as far as can be determined, whenever a patient
is released from the treatment center by the superintendent after treatment,

46.045 Camp Hayward, The department may establish and operate an institution
for indigent male persons to be known as Camp Hayward and located on the Hayward
Indian School property acquired or to be acquired from the federal government. The
department shall prescribe rules and regulations for admission to and for administration
of such camp. The administration of said camp shall he allocated to the division of public
assistance.

Inmates from the Wisconsin state
prison and the Wisconsin state reformatory may be transferred to this institution and
they shall be subject to all laws pertaining to inmates of other penal institutions of this
state.

counties for such care. The department of administration shall make the first apportion-
ment and payment on April 1, in each year, covering collections to and including March
22. The collections made after March 22 and through August 20 shall be apportioned and
paid on September 1 following, and the final payment shall be made on December 1.

(3) STATEMENT OF COUNTY CLAIMS. On July 1 in each year the officer in charge of
each county charitable, curative, reformatory and penal institution shall prepare a state-
ment of the amount due from the state to the county for the maintenance, care and treat-
ment of inmates at publie charge on forms supplied by the department. Such statement
shall ecover the preceding fiscal year and shall give the name of each inmate whose support
is partly or wholly chargeable to the state; and his legal settlement, the number of weeks
for which support is charged and the amount due to the county from the state, itemized as
to board, elothing, dental, burial, surgical and fransfer. Said statement shall be verified
by the officer making it and certified by the trustees of the institution to the department,
and a duplicate thereof shall be forwarded to the county clerk. The department shall
credit the county with the amount due the county for any recovery of maintenance and
shall certify said statement to the department of administration, which shall pay the
aggregate amount found due each county as provided in suhb.

(4) RELIEF FROM ERRONEOUS CHARGES TO COUNTY OR STATE. When the state or a
county feels that the cost of the care of an inmate or patient is improperly charged to it,
the matter may be determined by the department after a hearing. The department may
on its own motion order a hearing if the charge is against the state. If it is against a
county the district attormey for the county may apply in writing to the department for a
hearing. The application shall designate the county to which the inmate is chargeahle, or
if it be claimed that he is chargeable to the state, it shall so state. The department shall
give reasonable notice to the parties interested of the time and place they may be heard.
The application may he supported by affidavits and other proper evidence. At the hear-
ing and in the defermination of the matter, evidence of a court determination of legal
settlement (or of no settlement) of the patient or inmate shall be regarded as an admim-
istrative determination, of such legal settlement status, by the judge and not by the court.
If upon the hearing the department grants the relief asked for, it shall order a proper
charge against the county chargeable, or against the state; and the inmate’s support shall
be charged accordingly.

(2) The department may designate in the removal order a person to make the transfer.
The person designated shall receive no compensation, but shall be paid his necessary
traveling expenses and those of the inmate and of any necessary assistant, to he adjusted
by the department and charged to the current expense fund of the institution from +hich
the removal is made as part of the inmate’s maintenance costs. This amendment (1947)
shall be effective as of July 1, 1946.

46,115 Sick inmates; transfer to state hospital; treatment. (1) The department
shall apply to the board of regents of the university for the admission to the Wisconsin
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general hospital of any inmate of any state institution under the department, or of any
person committed to or applying for admission thereto, or of any other person com-
mitted to the department, who is afflicted with any deformity or ailment, which can
probably be remedied, or which can be advantageously treated at such hospital, if he
cannot receive proper care at the institution to which he has been committed or to which
he has applied for admission. The application shall be accompanied by the report of the
physician of such institution or of a physician appointed by the department, in the same
form as reports of physicians for the admission of patients to the hospital.

(2) The cost of treatment shall be at the rate charged the county for eounty patients,
and shall be chargeable one-half to the institution and one-half to the state. The depart-
ment may pay out of such operation fund to the institution the necessary traveling ex-
penses, including the expenses for an attendant when needed. Payments for the treatment
of such patients are io he made by the department to the university for the portion charge-
able to the operation fund of the institution; and the portion chargeable to the state shall
be certified and paid as provided in s, 142.08 (2).

46.12 Sterilization of defectives. (1) The department may appoint a surgeon and
a psychiatrist, of recognized ability, as experts, who (in conjunction with the superin-
tendents of the state and county institutions who have charge of criminal, mentally ill
and mentally deficient persons) shall examine inmates and patients of such institutions
as to their mental and physical eondition.

(2) The department may submit to the experts and to the superintendent the name of
inmates or patients they desire examined, and the experts and the superintendent shall
meet, take evidence and examine into the mental and physical condition of the named in-
mates or patients and report thereon to the department.

(8) If the experts and superintendent unanimously find that procreation is inadvisable
the department may authorize an operation for the prevention of procreation.

(4) Before such operation, the department shall give at least 30 days’ notice in writing
to the hushand or wife, parent or guardian of the inmate or patient, if known, and if
unknown, to the person with whom such inmate or patient last resided.

(5) The experts shall receive as compensation $10 per day and expenses for the days
consumed in the performance of their duties.

(6) The record made upon the examination shall be filed in the department; and
semiannmally after the operation, the superintendent of the institution where such inmate
or patient is confined shall report to the department his condition.

(7) The department shall state in its biennial report the number of operations per-
formed under this section and the result of the operations.

46.13 Wagsermann tests, The department may arrange with the state laboratory
of hygiene to secure the Wassermann test for any person confined in any state or county
institution,

46.14 Reports of state institutions, (1) MoxTHLY. The officer in charge of each
state institution under the control of the department shall report monthly to the de-
partment, an itemized statement of all receipts and dishursements, and of the daily number
of inmates, officers, teachers and employes, and of the wages paid to each.

(2) Bmxyian, On July 1 in each even-numbered year such officer shall report to the
department, covering the preceding hiennial fiscal term, a summarized statement of the
management of every department of the institution and of all receipts and disbursements,
and such other information as may be required by the department.

46.15 Biennial report of department to governor. On or before December 1 in
each even-numbered year the department shall report to the governor its proceedings dur-
ing the preceding biennial fiscal term, with such recommendations as it deems fit respect-
ing the subjects in its charge or under its supervision; and a financial statement of its
operations; a summary of the results of its visits, inspections and investigations and of
all statistical information collected by it, properly tabulated; and a concise statenient
showing the condition of said institution.

46.16- General supervision and inspection by department. (1) Generarny. The
department shall investigate and supervise all the charitable, curative, reformatory and
penal institutions, including county infirmaries of every county and municipality (except
tuberculosis sanatoriums); all detention homes for children and all industrial schools,
hospitals, asylums and institutions, organized for the purpose set forth in seetion 58.01,
and familiarize itself with all the circumstances affecting their management and useful-
ness.
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(2) CHILD WELTARE AGENCIES; FOSTER HOMES) OHILD CARE CENTERS; DAY NURSERIES ;
NURSERY SCHOOLS. It may license and revoke heenses of and exercise supervision over all
child welfare agencies and the placement of children in foster homes, and grant permits to
foster homes, child care centers, day nurseries and nursery schools. In the discharge of
this duty it may inspect the records of child welfare agencies, child care centers, day
nurseries, nursery schools and visit all 1nst1tut1ons conducted by them and all foster
homes in which children are placed.

(3) CouNTY HOMES, POOR RELIEF. It shall visit the county homes and ascertain the
number of each sex and the number of mentally ill, mentally deficient, deaf or blind per-
sons, and children supported in each, at what cost and under what cncumstances affecting
their health, comfort, morals and education; collect statistics of the cost of support, and
other important facts, of the poor relieved at public expense outside of county homes;
and collect mformatmn as to the adequacy and efficiency of existing laws for the support
and relief of the poor, and the causes of pauperism in the state.

(4) Prisows. It shall visit all places in which persons convieted or suspected of erime
or mentally ill persons are confined, and ascertain their arrangement for the separation
of the hardened criminals from. juvenile offenders and persons suspected .of erime or de-
tained as witnesses; collect statistics concerning the inmates, their treatment, employment
and reformation; and colleet information of other facts and considerations affecting the
increase or decrease of crime and mental illness,

(6) InspectioNns. It shall inquire into the methods of treatment, instruetion, govem-
ment and management of inmates of the institutions mentioned in thls section ; the con:
duet of their trustees, managers, directors,. superintendents and other ofﬁcers and em-
ployes; the condition of the buildings, grounds and all other property pertaining to said
institutions, and all other matters pertaining to, their usefulness and managemenf; and
recommend to the officers in eharge such changes and additional provisions as it deems
proper.

(6) FREQUENCY OF INSPECTIONS. It shall inspeet and investigate each institution an-
nually, or oftener; and, when directed by the governor, it shall make special investigation
into its management or anything connected therewith, and report to him the testimony
taken, the facts found and conclusions thereon.

(7) ENFORCEMENT BY ATTORNEY GENERAL AND DISTRICT ATTORNEYS. Upon 1equest of
the department, 'the attorney general or the district attorney of the proper county shall
aid in any mveshgatlon, inspection, hearing or trial had under the provisions of this
chapter, or those sections of ch. 48 relating to powers of the department, and shall insti:
tute and prosecute all necessary actions or proceedings for the enforcement of such pro-
visions and for the punishment of violations of the same. The attormey general or distriet
attorney so requested shall report or confer with the department regarding the request
within 30 days after the receipt of such request.

(8) OpporTUNITY TO INgPECT. All trustees, managers, directors, supelmtendents and
other officers or employes of such institutions shall at all times afford to every member
of the department and its agents, unvestrained facility for inspection of and free access
to all parts of the huildings and grounds and to all books and papers of such institutions;
and shall give, either verhally or in writing, such information as the department requires;
and if any person offends against this requirement he shall forfeit not less than $10 nor
more than $100, . S

(9) TESTIMONIAL POWER; EXPENSES, The director or any person delegated by him
may administer oaths and take testimony; and may eause depositions to be taken, All
expenses of the investigations, including fees of officers and witnesses, shall be charged
to the appropriation for the department.

(10) STaTISTICS TO BE FURNISHED. Wherever the department is requned to. collect
statistics, the person or agency shall furnish the required statlstlcs on request

. 46.1656 Joint committee on standards. A joint committee on institution standards
consisting of 7 members shall develop minimum uniform standards for the care, treat-
ment, health, safety, welfare and comfort of patients in county 1nst1tut1ons and in the
Grand Army home for veterans at King in accordance with the provisions of ss. 49.18
(1) (), 49.20 (2), 49.61 (Im) and 51.25 (3). Three members shall be from the mem-
bership of the state hoard of public welfare chosen by such board. Four members shall be
chosen by the governor and shall be designated as the county board member, the county
trustee member, the county superintendent member and the member from counties having
a:population of 500,000 or more. The county hoard member shall be chosen from: a list
of 5 names of county board chau’meg ‘submitted. by the Wisconsin, county boards assceia-
tion. The county trustee and superintendent members shall be chosen from a list.of .5
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names for each position submitted by the Wisconsin county hospital association. The
member from counties having a population of 500,000 or more shall be chosen from a list
of 5 names submitted by the hoard of public welfare of such county. Terms of office shall:
begin on Jannary 1, 1952 and shall continue for a period of 2 years. Any member shall
be disqualified and cease to be a member of the committee npon losing the status upon
which his appointment as a member was based. Vacancies shall be filled in the original
manner for the unexpired term. All members shall serve without compensation but shall
receive their actual and necessary expenses ineurred in the performance of their duties.

A uniform standards plan shall be submitted to the state boavd of public welfare on or
before June 1, 1952 and a plan for county mental hospitals shall be submitted on or be-.
fore June 1, 1960. The hoard may establish and enforce the standards submitted by the
joint’ committee: Annually, between January 1 and June 1 of each year the joint com-
mittee on standards shall review the minimum standards and rules for their establish-
mett and enforcement and recommend to the state hoard of public welfare any changes.
Such changes shall be effective as of July 1 of that year. If any county home or infirmary
or hospital fails within 90 days to comply with the uniform standards in a4 manner satis-
factory to the department it may suspend state a1d to such institution.

46.17 County - buildings; estabhshment approval, 1nspect1on. (1) The depart-
ment shall fix reasonable standards and legulatlons for the design, construction, repair
and maintenance of county homes, county infirmaries, county hospitals, houses of correc-
tion, workhouses, reforestation camps maintained under s. 56.07, jails and lockups, and
juvenile detention homes, with respect to their adequacy and fitness for the needs whu,h
they are to serve.

(2) The selection and purchase of the site, and the plans, specifications and erection
of buildings for such institutions shall be subject to the approval of the department.

.(3) Before any such building is occupied, and annually or oftener thereafter, the de-
partment shall inspect it with respect to safety, sanitation, adequacy and fitness, and re-
port to the authorities conduecting the institution any deficiency found, and order the
necessary work to correct it or a new building. If within 6 months thereafter such work is
not commenced, or not completed within a reasonable period thereafter, to the satisfaction
of the department, it shall suspend the allowance of state aid for, and prohibit the use of
such building until said order is complied with.

46,18 'Trustees of county institutions. (1) Trustres. . Every county home, in-
firmary, hospital, tuberculosis hospital or sanatorium, or similar institution, house of
correction or workhouse, established by any cowity whose population ig less than 500,000,
shall (subject to regulations approved by the county hoard) be managed by 3 tlustees,
electors of the eounty, elected by ballot by the county board. Six months before com-
pletion of the buildings for any such institution the eounty board shall elect 3 trustees:
whose terms shall begin at once and end, respectively, on the first Monday of the second,
third ‘and. fourth January. next thereafter. At its annual meeting in every -subseguent
year (and prior to January next) the county hoard shall elect one trustee for a term of
3 years to begin on the first Monday of January next thereafter. Any vacancy shall be
filled for the unexpirved term by the county board; but the county chairman may appoint
a trustee to fill such vacancy until the county boald acts.

(2) Erigiriiry, No member of the county hoard shall serve as a trustee during the
term for which he was elected. No trustee shall have any other lucrative office or em-
ployment in the county government; nor be eligible, dunng the term for which he was
elected, to the office of superintendent of the institution in his charge with the exception
of a pension and relief hoard member. ‘

(3) REMOVAL OF TRUSTEE, Any trustee may be removed from office for misconduet or,
neglect, by a two-thirds vote of the county hoard, on due notice in writing and hearing of
the charges against him,

(4) OATH OF OFFICE, BOND, EXPENSL‘S pay. Bach trustee shall take and file the official
oath and execute and file an official bond to the county, in the amount determined by, the
county hoard, and the sufficiency of the sureties shall be approved by the chairman of the
board.. Each trustee shall he reimbursed his traveling expenses necessarily ineurred in the
discharge of his duties, and shall receive the compensation fixed by the county board, unless
otherwise provided by law.

(6). Orricers. - The trustees shall elect a president. The superintendent of the in-
stitution shall be ex officio secretary,

(6) MoxTHLY AUDIT; SUITS. At least once each month the trustees shall audit all
claims against the county incurred on behalf of said institutions, when presented to them
verified under oath by the claimant or his agent and, when allowed, the president and
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secretary shall certify such claimg to the county clerk who shall thereupon issue eounty
orders for their payment. The trustees may sue and defend in the name of the county
any cause for action involving the interest of said institution and may employ counsel for
that purpose. All receipts on account of said institutions shall be pald into the county
treasury within one week-after receipt.

(7) FiscaL vmar. The fiscal year of each institution shall commence July 1 and end
June 30 of the following year.

(8) BooxkrrpiNG. The department shall formulate a system of keeping the hooks,
accounts and records, and shall furnish blanks for reports, and reports shall he made
aceordingly.

(9) ReporTs; AccouNTS. The trustees shall install a system of accounting and report-
ing, under the supervision of the department, and shall conduct its business in conformity
therewith ; and the department may from time to time audit the hooks, records, doeuments,
accounts and transactions of each institution.

(10) Axnvar rEPORT. On July 1 of each year the trustees shall prepare a report for
the preceding fiscal year and shall transmit a copy to the department, a copy to the county
clerk, and keep a copy on file at the institution. Such report shall be accompanied by an
inventory of all properties on hand on the last day of the fiscal year, an estimate of the
receipts and expenditures for the enrrent fiscal year, and the reports of the superintend-
ent and visiting physician, of the institution.

(11) CounTy APPROPRIATION. The county hoard shall annually appropriate for oper-
ation and maintenance of each such ingtitution not less than the amount of state aid esti-
mated by the trustees to accrue to said institution; or such lesser sum as may be estimated
by the trustees to be necessary for operation and maintenance.

(12) Ex orricro puTies. The county hoard may provide that the trustees of any
instifution shall be the trustees of any other institution. The county board may provide
that the county park commission be, ex officio, the trustees of the county workhouse.

(13) BuipiNg RESERVE FUND. The eounty hoard shall maintain as a segregated cash
reserve the 2 per cent charge authorized by section 15.22 (12) (j). It may from time to
time appropriate from snch reserve sums to be expended solely for the enlargement,
modernization or replacement of such 1nﬁ1ma1 y and its equipment.

46.19 Officers and employes of county institutions, (1) The trustees shall appoint
a superintendent of each institution and may remove him at pleasure.

(2) The trustees shall prescribe the duties of the superintendent. He shall execute
and file an official bond with sureties approved by the trustees.

(3) Subject to the approval of the trustees, the superintendent shall appoint and pre-
scribe the duties of necessary additional officers and employes of the institution, and may
remove them at his discretion, subject to the county civil service law.

(4) The salaries of the superintendent, visiting physician and all necessary additional
officers and employes shall be fixed by the county board.

46.20 Joint county institutions. (1) Any 2 or more counties may jointly, by ma-
jority vote of all the members of each eounty hoard, provide for a county home, infirm-
ary, hospital, tuberculosis hogpital or sanatorium, or similar institution, house of correc-
tion or workhouse or juvenile detention home, which shall be established, maintained and
operated pursuant to all the statutes relating to the establishment, maintenance and op-
eration of similar institutions, respectively, by any single county whose population is
less than 250,000, except as otherwise provided in this section; and in all respects, ex-
cept as herein speclﬁed each snch mstltutlon shall be the county institution ()f each of
the counties so joining.

(2) The county hoard of each such county shall elect 3 of its members to represent
the county in a joint committee to select the site, anywhere within either of said counties,
and prepare the plans and specifications of the buildings, for such institution; and said
joint eommittee shall be vested with all funetions, velative to the establishment of such
institution, possessed by the county board relative to like county institutions.

(3) Upon approval of the site, plans and specifications, as provided in s. 50.01 as to
tuberenlosis sanatorimms and s. 46.17, as to other institutions the joint committee shall
report to the several county hoards the estimated cost of said site and buildings, and the
amount thereof chargeable to each ecounty on the basis sef forth in sub. (6) (a), append-
ing to each report a copy of the plans and specifications and all matter relating to said
site and buildings; and if the said report shall be approved by each county board, the
joint committee shall purchase said site and cause said buildings to be erected in accord-
ance with the plans and specifications.
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(4) The functions of the -joint ecommittee shall terminate upon completion of gaid
buildings; and the board of trustees thereupon elected shall be composed of 2 electors
from each county when 2 counties join, and of one elector from each county in all other
cases; which trustees, except those elected at first elections, shall hold during terms of 4
years in the former case, and as many years as there are counties joining in the other
cases, Trustees elected at first elections shall hold for terms beginning at once and so end-
ing that the terms of one member only will expire on the first Monday of each succeeding
January, beginning with January of the second year thereafter; which terms shall he al-
lotted to the vespective trustees at their fivst meeting. The county board of each county
joining shall at an annual meeting elect a successor to any trustee from such county whose
term will expire on the first Monday of the next following January. The frustees shall
have the qualifications and funetions and be subject to the Hmitations and restrietions of
trustees elected pursuant to section 46.18. They shall be reimbursed their traveling ex-
penses necessarily incurred in the discharge of their functions, and shall receive compen-
sation similar to that of the frustees, respectively, of like county instifutions; and if the
county board is empowered to fix the latter, the compensation of the joint trustees shall
be fixed by joint action of the county boards.

. (5) All receipts on account of such institution shall be paid into the treasury of the
county in which said institution is located.

(6) Prior to the election of the trustees the joint committee, and thereafter the hoard
of trustees, shall audit all claims against said counties on account of such institution; and
all such claims shall, in the first instance, be certified to and paid by the county in which
said institution is located, subject to apportionment and adjustment among the several
counties as follows:

(a) All expenditures for the site, buildings, furniture, equipment, and permanent im-
provements, after deducting all receipts therefor except county appropriations, shall im-
mediately upon payment be apportioned by the clerk of the county in which the institution
is Jocated and certified to the clerks of the other counties, on the hasis of the percentage
which the valuation of the taxable property in each county hears to the valuation of the
aggregate taxable property in all said counties, as determined pursuant to -section 70.57.

(b) All expenditures for repairs, maintenance, and operation, after deducting all re-
ceipts therefor except county appropriations, shall be so apportioned for each month, on
the first day of the next suceceeding month, on the basis of the percentage which the aggre-
gate cost of keeping the inmates at: public charge from each such county bears to the
aggregate cost of keeping the inmates at public charge from all such counties, adopting
as the unit of cost the total average cost per capita per week of keeping all the inmates,
at public charge and otherwise, in said institution.

(¢) Immediately upon receipt of such certified apportionment each such other county
shall pay over to the county in which said institution is located its proportion of . said
expense. '

(7) (a) If any net profit shall arise from the operation of said institution it shall be
apportioned among the several counties on the basis prescribed in paragraph (b) of sub-
section (6); and the county in which said institution is located shall pay over to the other
counties, respectively, their proportions of such profit,

(b) The board of trustees shall maintain as a segregated cash reserve the 2 per cent
charge authorized by section 15.22 (12) (j). It may from time to time appropriate from
such reserve sums to he expended solely for the enlargement, modernization or replace-
ment of such infirmary and its equipment.

(8) The trustees shall transmit one copy of their annual report of the tuberculosis
ganatorium to the state board of health; and one copy of the report of other county in-
stitutions to the department, one copy to the clerk of each joint county, and shall file one
copy at the institution. It shall be itemized with respect to the several ecounties and shall,
in addition to the requirements of section 46.18 (7) to (10), include an itemized statement
showing the amounts of the receipts and profits eredited and expenditures charged to the
several counties for the past fiscal year, and an estimate of such amounts for the ensuing
fiscal year; and each county board shall provide for meeting its estimated share of said
expenditures.

(9) At any time after the organization of any such institution, any additional county
or counties may join in the support and conduct thereof upon payment of such equitahle
proportion of the original cost of its establishment, and any joint county may withdraw
upon such terms, as may be agreed upon among the county boards of the counties inter-
ested; and thereupon the board of trustees of such institution shall he reorganized, in
such manner as may be determined by the county boards of the participating counties, to
conform to the provisions of subsection (4).
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(10) Any county or counties maintaining a tuberculosis sanatorium may convey said
property or any part thereof or any interest therein to any other county or counties upon
'such terms and conditions as the respective county boards thereof shall agree by a ma-
jority vote of all the members of each of said county boards. . ‘

46.205 County home in adjoining county., The county board of any county may
by a majority vote of all of its members provide for a home for the aged, senile and
physieally infirm in an adjoining county and all bonds heretofore issued for the eon-
struetion or other acquisition of such a home in any county or an adjoining county are
hereby validated and the proceeds thereof may he used in the construction or other
acquisition thereof in such any county or an adjoining county, When any county shall
establish such home in an adjoining county it shall be maintained and operated pur-
suant to the same statutes whieh would be applicable to the maintenance and operation
thereof if it were established in such first county.: : .

46.206 Welfare services; supervisory functions of state department. ; (1) The de-
partment ghall supervise the admlnlshatmn of old-age assistance, aid to dependent chil-
dren, aid to the blind and aid to totally and permanently disabled persons.” The depart-
ment shall submit to the federal authorities state plans for the administration of these
forms of public assistance in such form and containing such information as the federal
authorities require and shall comply with all requirements preseribed to insure the cor-
‘rectness.  All records of the department and all eounty records relating to these forms
of ‘public assistance shall he open to inspection, at all reasonable hours, by authorized
‘representatives of the federal government. All county records relating to the administra-
tion of these forms of public assistance shall be open to inspection at all reasonable hours
by authorized vepresentatives of the department. The department may at any time audit
“all county records relating to the administration of these forms of assistance and may
also at any time conduct administrative reviews of county departments of public welfare
ereated by ss. 49.51 (2) (a) and 46.22. Whenever the department conduets such audit or
'admlmstratlve review in a county it shall furnish a eopy of the audit or administrative
-review report to the chairman of the county board, to the county clerk, to the chairman of
the county board of public welfare, and to the director of the county department of pub-
lic welfare, of such county.

(2) The county administration of all laws relating to old-age as51stance, ald to de-
pendent children, aid to the blind and aid to totally and permanently dlsabled persons
shall be vested in the'officers and agencies designated in the statutes. -

(8) The use of the words “county agency” in any statute relating to old-age ass1stance,
aid to dependent children, aid to the blind, and aid to totally and pérmanently disabled
‘persons means the county department .of pubhc welfare ‘as created by s. 49.51 (2) (a)
or 46.22 (1), provided that the provisions of this subsection shall not deprive the ,]uvemle
coult of any authority it otherwise has under the law.

46 21 County board of pubhc welfare in populous countles.) ) APPOINTMENT,
. ORGANTZATION ; COMPENSATION. (a) In each county having a population; of 500,000 there
is created a boald of 5 members which shall be known as fhe county board of ‘public
welfare, hereinafter referrved to as the board. The county hoard of supervisors by a ma-
. jority vote.of the members-elect thereof shall choose 4 of such members from among the
electors of the county, and one member from the membership of said county board of
supervisors. All members shall hold office for the term of 4 - years. Appointments shall be
made on the basis of recognized and demonstrated interest in and knowledge of the prob-
'lems of public welfare. The present members of the hoard of public wélfare of any such
‘county appointed and acting at the effective date of this act (July 1, 1947) shall eontinue
to hold office until the expiration of their terms, their sueccessors the1eafte1' each to he
“appointed for the term of 4 years as hereinhefore provided. A majority of the board shall
" ‘constitute a quorum for the exercise of the power and the authority conferred upon it, and
. each member of the board shall take and file an official oath, and shall execute and file an
. official bond with sureties approved and in a reasonable sum fixed by such county boald
of supervisors.

(b) Each member of the hoard shall receive as compensation for his services such sum
as the county board of supervisors shall provide, to be paid as other county officers are
paid, provided that the member chosen from the county board shall receive a reasonahble

" eompensation to be fixed by the county board in addition to his regular salary.

(e) Said board shall annually eleet a chairman, viee chairman and secretary. The
viee ehairman shall serve in the ahsence of the chairman. The secretary shall be re-
~ sponsible for the minutes of every meeting of said board. The county board shall pro-
vide said board with suitable quarters for the transaction of its business.:
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(2) DUTiEs AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE BOARD. (a) Such board shall ‘be charged
with supervising the operation, maintenance and improvement in each county, by the
dirvector ‘of institutions and departments, of the county hospital, dispensary-emergency
unit of said hospital; guidance clinie, infirmary, home for children, mental health center,
north division and south division, tuberculosis hospital, department of public welfare
created by 's. 49,561 (2) (a), county agent’s department, farm, service departments, and
such other institutions and departments as may be placed under the jurisdiction of the
board of public welfare by the county board of supervisors, and all buildings and land
used in connection with any or all of such institutions, A diagnostic and treatment center
may be designated as part.of the county mental health center, north division and all
personnel fully attached to said facility shall be under the jurisdietion of the superin-
tendent or medieal divector of the county mental health center, north division. The
powers and duties of the hoard shall be advisory and poliey forming only, and not admin-
istrative or executive. Such hoard shall be without authority to adopt policy changes that
would increase expenditures beyond budget limitations for the fiseal year, as fixed by the
county hoard of supervisors. Proposed policy changes shall, in all instances; be presented
to the director and the finance committee of the county boald at the time the department’s
budget for the ensuing year is being. considered.

(b) The hospitals and sanitariums of the county shall be devoted to hospital service
and the treatment of sueh persons who would otherwise be unable to secure the same. -Such
hospitals and sanitariums may be utilized for such instruction of medical students, physi-
cians and nurses and for such scientifi¢ and elinical research as will promote:the welfare
of the patients, and assist the applieation of science to the alleviation of human suffering.
The board of public welfare is empowered, subject to the approval of the eounty hoard
of supervisors, to make such arrangements with the medical school of the University of
Wisconsin or any other duly acmedlted medical colleges and medical societies for teaching
and research in such 1nst1tut10ns as in their judgment will best. promote the foregoing
hospital aims.

(¢) The hoard shall appoint a divector of 1nst1tut10ns and departments pulsuant to
ss. 63.01 to 63.17. Such appointment shall be made on the basis of recognized and dem-
onstrated publie interest in and knowledge of .the problems of publie welfale, and with
due regard to. training, experience, executive and administrative ability and efficiency,
and general qualifications and fitness for pe1f01m1ng the duties of the office. Such direc-
tor shall file an official oath and hond in such,sum as shall be fixed by the county board of
supervisors. Upon request of the board of publie welfare, the county board of supervis-
ofs may create one or 2 positions of deputy divector of institutions and departments.

(d) Provisions shall be made in the organization of the office of director for the
devolutlon of his authority in the case of his temp01a1y absence, ﬂlness or other disability
to act.

(&), The county may pay a reasonable fee and. the actual travel expense of persons
called into consultation by the board as to matters within the fleld of publie welfare.

(g) The board shall establish such rules and regulations as may he necessary for the
management and operation of the county institutions and departments mentioned in sec-
tion:46.21. (2) (a).

(h) Rules and regulations adopted by and poheles estabhshed by sueh hoard of publie
welfare shall be subject to change by the, county board of supervlems, but only by a
two-thirds vote of the members-elect thereof.

‘(i) The board may allow as a work allowance to mmates at 1ts 1nst1tut1ons such
amount as shall be approved and appropriated by the county hoard of supervisors.: The
county board of superv1sors shall préscribe the amount of such work: allowance after the
Loard of public welfare in:conjunction with the director determines such reasonable hours,:
and health and other conditions, as shall be ohserved in connection with:the employment.:
Such employment shall not be considered within the provisions of ss. 63.01 to 63.17 nor
shall it be subjeet to the provisions of ch. 102, ‘Work allowances or wages, paid fo inmates
shall not be included as eosts in arriving at the per caplta rate for state alds or ehaxges
to other counties and the state for care of inmates.

'(8) DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DIRECTOR, (a) All of the admlnlstlatlve
and executive. powers and duties of managing, opelatmg', maintaining and improving
the several ‘institutions and’ departments, specified in subsection' (2)' (a) of this section
and such other institutions and departments as may he placed under the jurisdietion of
such hoard of pubhe welfare and direetor by the county board of supervisors, shall be
vested in such direetor, to-be administered by him under the rules promulgated and sub-
jeet to the policies and in accordance with the prineiples established by such county board
of public welfare. .
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(b) Contraets and purchases of the director shall be subject to an inspection either
by the proper committee of the county hoard of supervisors or such other agency as such
county board of supervisors may select, provided, that nothing herein contained shall
preclude the setting up of a central pulchasmg department for all county purchases, if so
determined by such board of supervisors. ]

(4) DEPARTMENT HEADS, OFFICERS AND EMPLOYES. (a) The director shall appoint,
pursuant to ss. 63.01 to 63.17, and subject to the approval of the county welfare board,
department heads who shall, under the divection of said director, have the care and man-
agement respectively of the several institutions and depa;rtments specified in sub. (2) (a)
and such others as may be placed under the jurisdiction of said director and boaxd by the
county board of supervisors. Upon recommendation of the dirvector, approved by the
board, the county hoard of supervisors may place more than one institution or depart-
ment under the management and direction of one department head: The board may
prefer charges against the director of institutions and departments or any officer or em-
ploye in any of the county institutions and departments under its jurisdiction and for
that purpose shall be deemed an appointing power within the language of s. 63.10.

(b) Each such department head shall take and file his official oath and execute and
file an official bond with the sureties approved and in such sum as shall be ﬁxed by the
county board of supervisors.

(e) Each of such department heads shall, subject to the approval of sald director,
have power to appoint, discipline and remove, under the provisions of ss. 63.01 to 63. 17
all officers and employes in hig department. Such department heads may at any time
present communications to the hoard upon any matter through the director who shall
present such communications to the board at its next meeting thereafter.

(6) ADMISSION OF INMATES FOR PAY, (a) Any resident of this state, not indigent,
may be received into the infirinary, to he treated, cared for, and maintained upon such
terms and conditions and at such rate of pay as ‘may be established by the hoard; but
indigent and destitute persons shall have preference in admission to and care in such in-
stitution,

(b) Sections 49.08, 52.01 and 52.03 shall govern the support and maintenance of
persons in any of the 1nst1tut1ons in chalge of said director.

(6) REPORTS; APPROPRIATIONS; BXPENDITURES. (a) On the first day of July of each
year, or within 30 days thereafter, said director shall render an annual report together
with the reports of the department heads, including an itemized statement of receipts and
dishursements for the preceding calendar year. Such director shall maintain the uniform
system of hooks, accounts, records and reports prescribed by the state department of
publie welfare, conforming in all respects with the provisions of section 46.18 (7) to (10).

(b) The county hoard shall make sufficient appropriation annually for the support,
maintenance, salaries, repairs and improvements to said institutions; and such appro-
priations so made shall he used for such purposes and subject to the order of such director
in such manner as the regulations of the hoard of public welfare shall provide; but neither
the director nor such board shall incur any expense nor make any contraet for new huiid-
ings or additions to present buildings, or for the purchase of land, without first being
authorized so to do by the county hoard, nor until the county board has applopnated or-
provided for tlie money to defray such expense.

(¢) Notwithstanding any other provisions of the statntes, expenditures chargeable to
appropriations of the eounty board of public welfare shall he made upon certified vouch-
ers, certified voucher schedules, and certified public assistance rolls of the director of :in-
stitutions and departments to the eounty clerk.

The county
clerk shall issue county orders upon the county treasurer in payment of such certified in--
struments, provided that a single county order in favor of the county treasurer may be
issued for the total amount authorized on a public assistance voll, in which case the
county. treasurer shall make individual payments by bank checks to parties listed on such
public assistance rolls, provided further that the county hoard may by ordinance adopt
a different method of making dishursements consistent with sound accountmg and audit-
mg procedure,

(7) Crinics. The director is herehy empowered to establish and conduct clinies in
connection with the county hospital; subject to such rules and regulations as the bhoard of.
public welfare may prescribe. ~

(8) POWERS OF BOARD; EMERGENCY HOSPITAL. The hoard of public welfare, as afore-
said, upon authorization of the county board, shall have and exercise the followmg addi-

t1ona1 powers:
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(a) To establish and maintain a public health and medical dispensary and conduct
same- as may be proper and necessary for the preservation of the public health and the
prevention of disease in such county.

(b). To establish and maintain in connection with such eounty hospital an emergency
unit or. department for the treatment, subject to such rules and regulations as may be
prescribed by such board of publie welfare, of persons in said county who may meet with
accidents or be suddenly afflicted with illness not contagious; provided that medical care
and treatment shall only be furnished in such unit or department until such time as the
patient may. be safely removed to another hospital or to his place of abode, or regularly
admitted to said county hospital. Notwithstanding the aforesaid authority the hoard of
public welfare when approved by the county board may enter into contracts with any
private hospital or nonprofit hospital, as defined in s, 140.11, within said county for the
use of its facilities and for medical service to be furnished by a licensed physician or
physicians to emergency patients arising within the eounty and who require emergency
medical treatment or first aid as a result of any accident, injury or sudden affliction of
illness, except that reasonable compensation may only be authorized for such period of
time until the patient may be regularly admitted as an inpatient or safely removed to
another hospital or to his place of abode.

(¢) To establish and maintain in connection with the institutions and departments
under ‘the control of such board, a training school for nurses and to purchase and take
over all property, and to assume all obligations, and to conduet any training school now
operated in connection with said institutions or departments or any of them.

- (d) To establish and maintain in connection with or separate from the county hospital
a unit or department for the treatment, subjecl to such rules and regulations as may he
prescribed by said board of publie welfare, of persons in said county who may be afflicted
with eontagious diseases. .

46.37 Certain water and sewerage service in Winnebago county. The state depart-
ment of public welfare as a member of the tri-institutional Winnebago state hospital,
Winnebago county asylum and Sunny View sanatorium sewer agreement in Winnebago
county is authorized to furnish and charge for water and sewage services to business and
dwelling units located in the privately owned area lying west of the Winnebago state
hospital and bounded on the west by the railroad properties and on the north, east and
south by the grounds of the Winnebago state hospital, together with such dwelling or
other units as now exist or as may be erected on the railroad and state owned property
adjacent to this area.

46,50 State mental health authority. In order to promote co-ordination and effi-
cient development of mental health services by the state and by municipalities in the state,
the department of public welfare is declared to be the state mental health authority of
Wisconsin and as such is authorized to receive federal grants in aid and to co-operate
with the federal government in promoting the extension of such services,

46,62 Mental health advisory committee. (1) CrEATION. There is created a state
mental health advisory committee for the period ending June 30, 1965, unless such period
is further extended by the legislature.

(2) ComposiTioN. The state mental health advisory committee shall be ecomposed of
7 members appointed by the governor with the consent of the senate and 2 legislative
members who shall be the chairman of the senate committee and the chairman of the
assembly committee on public welfare, respectively. Each member appointed by the gov-
ernor shall be a resident of the state who has demonstrated a continuing interest in the
problems of mental health and their solution and who holds no position or employment
with the state. All members shall be appointed for 4 years.

(8) OrganizarioN. The committee shall meet in the first week of January, April,
July and Oectober, and may meet at such other times as the committee determines or the
chairman directs.

Each member shall take and
file the official oath. Members of the committee shall receive no compensation, but each
member shall be entitled to his actual and necessary expenses ineurred in the performance
of his duties. The committee has the anthority to @ppoint consulting subecommittees, the
members of which shall also receive their actual and necessary expenses. All expense
accounts shall be paid by the department of administration on certification of the chair-
man.
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(4) Funcrions or muE commMITTeE. (a) Conduct a review of the scope and degree
of co-ordination of all state mental health programs and activities and make recommenda-
tions thereon to appropriate agencies.

~(b) Bxamine the need for future state mental health activities, programs, services and
facilities with partieular emphasis on the need for prevention programs.

(¢) ‘Recommend to the-appropriate agencies actions to integrate, co-ordinate, consol—
idate and otherwise reorganize specific activities as a means of developing a more effec-
tive and efficient total mental health program.

(d) Promote the co-ordination and efficient development of mental health services
between the state and the subordinate levels of government.

(f) Employ an executive secretary and such staff as is necessary to implement the
duties assigned to it. The executive secretary shall not come under the classified service
but shall continue in his position at the pleasure of the committee.

(b) Access To rECORDS. The several agencies concerned with mental health shall co-
: operate with the committee in making available such records; except clinical records; as
ave requested. The various state agencies concerned with mental health shall co-operate
with the committee in the execution of its functions.

46.70 Youth camps. The department may establish and operate youth conservation
camps for boys in co-operation with the conservation commission. The camps shall be
operated during summers in areas suitable for constructive émployment in conservation
projects, and boys employed shall be deemed to be in the unclassified service. The depart-
ment of public welfare is authorized to acquire by fee or hy lease all lands and faeilities
necessary for the establishment of camps for such department.
