If it appears by affi-
davit that the testimony of a person is material
in any felony criminal proceeding and that it
may become impracticable to secure his pres-
ence by subpoena, the ,judge may require such
person to give bail for his appearance as a
witness .. If the witness is not in court, a warrant
for- his arrest may be issued and upon return
thereof the court may require him to give bail as
provided in s.

(4) CONSIDERATIONS IN SETTING CONDI-
TIONS OF RELEASE . If 'bail is imposed, it shall be
only in the amount found necessary to assure the
appearance of the defendant . . Conditions of
release, other than monetary conditions, may be
imposed for the purpose of protecting members
of the community from serious bodily harm or
preventing intimidation of witnesses. Proper
considerations in determining whether to release
the defendant without bail, fix ing a reasonable
amount of bail or imposing other reasonable
conditions of release are: the ability of the
arrested person to give bail, the nature, number
and gravity of the offenses and the potential
penalty the defendant faces, whether the alleged
acts were violent in nature, the defendant's prior
criminal record, if any, the character', health,
residence and reputation of the defendant, the
character and strength of the evidencee which
has been presented to the judge,, whether the
defendant is currently on probation o f parole,
whether the defendant is already on bail or
subject to other release conditions in other pend-
ing cases, whether the defendant has been bound
over for trial after a prelim inary examination,
whether the defendant has in the past forfeited

969.01 Eligibility for release. (1) BEFORE
CONVICTION, Before conviction, except as pro-
vided in ss,. 969 .035 and 971 .14 (1), a defendant
arrested for a criminal offense is eligible for
release under reasonable conditions designed to
assure his or her appearance in court, protect
members of the community from serious bodily
harm or prevent the intimidation of witnesses ..
Bail may be imposed at or after the initial
appearance only upon a finding by the court that
there is a reasonable basis to believe that bail is
necessary to assure appearance in court .. In
determining whether any conditions of release
areappropriate, the , judge shall first consider the
likelihood of the defendant appearing for trial if
released on his or her own recognizance.

(2) AFTER CONVICTION . (a) Release pursu-
ant to s.

969 .02 Release of defendants charged
with misdemeanors . (1) A judge may release
a defendant charged with a misdemeanor with-
out bail of mayy permit him to execute an un-
secured appearance bond in an amount specified
by the judge

(2) In lieu of release pursuant to sub. (1),
the ,judge may :

969.03 Release of defendants charged
with felonies. (1) A defendant charged with a
felony may be released by the judge without bail
or upon the execution of an unsecured appear-
ance bond or the judge may in addition to
requiring the execution of an appearance bond
or in lieu thereof impose one or more of the
following conditions which will assure appear-
ance for trial:

(a) Place the person in the custody of a
designated person or, organization agreeing to
supervise him

(b) Place restrictions on the travel, associa-
tion or place of abode of the defendant during
the periodd of release .,

(c) Prohibit the defendant from possessing
any dangerous weapon . . .

(d) Require the execution of an appearance
bond :withh sufficient solvent sureties, or the
deposit of cash in lieu of sureties . If a,judgment
for a fine or, costs or both is entered, any deposit

(e) Impose any other, condition deemed rea-
sonably necessary to assure appearance as re-
quired or any, nonmonetaiy condition deemed
reasonably necessary to protect members of the
community from serious bodilyy harm or prevent
intimidationn of witnesses, including a condition
requiring that the defendant return to custody
after specified 'hours . The charges authorized
by s.

(b) The state has thee burden of going for,-
ward and proving by clear and convincing evi-
dence that available conditions of release w i ll
not adequately protect members of the commu-
nity from serious bodily harm or prevent the
intimidation of witnesses.

(c) The evidence shall be presented in open
court with the right of confrontation, right to
call witnesses, right to cross-examination and
right to representation by counsel The rules of
evidence applicable in criminal trials govern the
admissibility of evidence at the hearing .

(d) The court may excludee witnesses until
they are called to testify, may direct that persons
who are expected to be called as witnesses be
kept separate until called and may prevent them
from communicating with one ` another until
they have been examined .

(e) Testimony of the defendant given shall
not be admissible on the issue of guilt in any
other Judicial proceeding,, but the testimony
shall be admissible in per jury proceedings and
for impeachment purposes in any subsequent
proceeding .

(7) If the : couit . does nott make the findings
under sub. (6) (a) and (b) and the defendant is
otherwise eligible, the defendant shalll bere-
leased from custody with or without conditions
in accordance with s.

969.035 Pretrial detention; denial of re-
lease from custody. (1) In this section, "vio-
lent crime" means any crime specified in s .
940.01, 940 . . 02, 940.05, 940 .06, 940 ., 07, 940.08,
940.19 (2) , 940.201, 94021, 940.225 (1) or
940.23 .

(2) A circuit court may deny release from
custody under , this section to any of the follow-
ing persons :

(a) ?A person accused of committing an of-
fense under, s .: 940.01 or 940 ,. 225 . (1) .

(b) ' A person accused of committing or at-
tempting to commit a violent crime and the
person has a previous conviction for committing
or attempting to committ a violent crime .

This section does not
require the release of a defendant from custody
when an officer is of the opinion that the defend-
ant is not in a fit condition to care for his or her
own safety or would constitute, because of his or
her physical condition, a danger to the safety of
others . .

969.08 Grant, reduction, increase or rev-
ocation of conditions of release. (1) Upon
petitionn by the state or the defendant, the court
before which the action is pending may increase
or, reduce the amount of bail or may alter other'
conditions of release or the bail bond or grant
bail if it has been previously revoked : Except as
provided in sub. . . -(5), a defendant for whom
conditions of release are imposed and who after
72 hours from the time of initial appearance
before a judge continues to be detained in cus-
tody as a result of the defendant's inability to
meet the conditions of release, upon application,
is entitled to have the conditions reviewed by the
judge of the court before whom the action
against the defendant is pending . . Unless the
conditions of release are amended and the
defendant is thereupon released, the judge shall
set forth on the record the reasons for requiring
the continuation of the conditions imposed . A
defendant who is ordered released on a condition
which requires that he or she return to custody
after' specified hours, upon application, is enti-
tled to a review by the judge of the court before
whom the action is pending. Unless the require-
ment is removed and the defendant thereupon
released on another condition, the judge shall set
forth on the record the reasons for continuing
the requirement.
