AN ACT in relation to Collectors, Assessors, and Supervisors of roads.

SecrioNn 1. That whenever there shall fail to be eleclea in When to be ap-

pointed by coun-

any county, the requisite number of collectors, assessors, and ty commiasion-
supervisors of roads, or whenever, from any causc whatever, the ™™
office of collector, assessor,’ or supervisor of roads shall be or
become vacant, it shall be the duty of ihe county commissioners
to appoint the number which shall be required, who shall hold
their office until the next annual election, and untii their succes-
sors shall be duly elected and qualified. .

Sec. 2. The said collectors, assessors, or supervisors of roads, Their powersin
so appointed, shall have the same power and aathority as those
who are elected according to law have, or may by law have.

8xc. 3. The several collectors and assessors of the different Presentincam-
counties in this Territory now in office, shall hold the same until office und, &e.
the first Monday in-January nest, and the term of office of said
officers hereafter elected shall commence on the first Monday it
Januoary in each year. :
