AN ACT to amend "an act authorizing Webster 
Stanley to maintain a ferry across Fox river," ap-
proved Feb. 18, 184'2. • 
Be it enacted by the Council and House of Representatives of 

ihe Territor; of Wisconsin: 
§ 1. That Webster Stanley is hereby authorized to keep and Ferry on Fox 

maintain a ferry across the Fox river, in the county of Brown, on liver' 
section twenty-four, in town eighteen north, of range eighteen 
east, for sueh length of time, and subject to such restrictions, as How regula- 

ted. 
are provided by the act which is hereby amended.
