Provided, That there shall be endorsed on said plat the affidavit of 

' a credibl.,  witness (so certified to be in the affidavit) that the plat 
• of the town-Of Belmont presented for record, is the plat of said 

town, made out and recognized as such, by the said Atchinson : 
The said affidavit may be made before and certified by any justice 
of the peace of said county of La Fayette. 

SEC. 2. That the said plat when so recorded, shall have the 
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eagle effect in law on the rights of the said Atehinson iii the prem 
ises, and of all who own lots in the town of Belmont, deriving tit  
by, through or under the said Atcbinson, as if the said plat in the 
first instance had been acknowledged by the said Atchinson, and sub-
mitted to record as required by law for the benefit of purchasers :

An act to amend an act entitled " an act to incorporate the Lawrence In. Chap 133 stitute of Wisconsin." 

THE People of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate 
and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The act entitled "an act to incorporate the Lawrence Amendment'. 
Institute of Wisconsin" is hereby amended as follows, viz : The 
name of said corporation and institution is hereby changed to "the 
Lawrence University of Wisconsin." The annual income of said 
corporation may be sixty thousand dollars, instead of ten thousand 
dollars as provided in said act. 

SEC. 2. The board provided by said act shall elect a president Officers k•isv 
of the board, two vice presidents, a treasurer and a secretary, in- elected' 
stead of the officers provided by said act; such officers when 
elected shall, have all the powars usually given to such officers, 
and together shall constitute an executive committee, and. as suety,' 
committee shall have power to execute all business of the corpo. 
ration committed to them by the by-laws of the institution. 	 • 

SEC. 3. Said board shall have power to appoint all officers, 
teachers and agents of the institutien. 

SEC. 4. The Wisconsin annual conference of the Methodist Visiting corn. 
Episcopal church shall annually elect by ballot a visiting committee 
consisting of nine members, whose duties shall be as provided in 
said act. 

See. 5. All parts of the act to which this [is] amendatory, 
conflicting with the provisions Of this act, are hereby repealed.
