An act to authorize H. S. Allen, Stover Rines, Moses Rines, and their as-
sociates to construct and maintain a boom, en Chippewa river, in the
county of Chippewa.

‘T'HE People of the State of Wisconsin represented it Senute
and Assembly, do enact as follows !

Seorion 1. That H. 8. Allen, Btover Rines, Moses Rines,
their heirs, associates and assigns be, and they ate hereby auther:
ized to construot, erect, and maintaih a boom m the Chippewa

" river, in the county of Chippewa, beginning said boem at the head
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of Chippewa falls, immediately above where Allen’s mills (coms
monly so called) stand ; and from thence extend the same up mid
stream, so far as may be necessary, hot ‘exceeding however two
miles from the place of beginning, by the meander line of said riv+
'er.  And they may sell or lease the right to use said boomto any
person or persons whomsoever, for any term of time whatseever,
‘within-the time limited for the continvting of the priviieges herein
and hereby granted either in whole or in part.

Skc. 2. The said boom shall be so constructed as not to ob-
siruct the passdge of rafls, or any water craft that may pass up or
down said river; and the channel of said river shall be in no
wige or manner obstructed or encroached upon by said boom.

Skc. 3. Any and every person shall have the right and privi-
lege of runming and leaving their property within said boom, by
paying therefor the boomage provided by this bill, And any per-
son or persons, who shall allow or permit his, her or their luntber,
timber, shingles, logs, or other property to float or pass down said

-river into said boom, shall be liable to pay the same boomage, as

though he, she, or they had run and left the same intentionally
within said boom. 4

Skc. 4. The owners or maintainers of said boom shall have a
lien for his, her, or their boomage respectively, upon all property
that shall pass into and lie within said boom, until the same shall
be fully paid and discharged, after and according to the rates pros
vided in this bill.

Skec. 5. In all cases where the owner or owners of any property,
8o lying within said boom, shall be known to him, her, or those hav-
ing a lien thereon, as is provided in the fourth section of this bill, or
.any other portion thereof, such owner or owners, or some of them
shall be requested to discharge such lien, by paying the boomage
due thereon, by the persom or persons entitled to receive the sams,
or by his, her, or their agent or attorney. And if such boomage
