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An act to amend an act entitled ‘‘ an act to establish the times of holding
aireuit courts,” approved August 19th, 1848.

THE FPeople of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate
and Assembly, do enact as follows :

SecrioN 1. That hereafter the times for holding the first circuit
court in the county of Walworth, in the state of Wisconsin, shall

" be on the first Monday in June, and the first Meonday in October

of each year. .

Sec. 2. AR writs, summons. process, indictments, recognizan-
ces and other proceedings, nrade returnable at the terms of said
eircuit courts, and all writs issued in' the mame of the state of
Wiseonsin, shall be deemed and considered as returnable-at the
terms of the circuit court as fixed by this act; and all adjourn-
ments, appearances, continuances, motions and notices of any pro-
ceedings in said circuit court, which is made or taken to any sub-
sequent terms of said court shall be held to be made and taken for
sthe terms of the circuit court fixed by this act.
