ment to dispose of the public domain to any persons except act-
ual settlers.

Resolved, That our senators in congress be and they hereby
are instructed and our representatives requested, to use all their
influence to secure the passage of a law transferring to the several
states all public lands lying within the samie, on condition that the
said lands shall be conveyed to actual settlers only, and in limited
quantities, for a price not excecding cost and trq.nfer; and for the
survey of lands lying in the territuries, into low suituble for farm-
ing or village purposcs, and the couveyance of 1}10 same to aetual
seitlers only, and in limited quantitics frce of cost.

Resolved, That the governor is hereby requested, Jmmedlately
upon the passage of these resolutions, to forward a copy to each
of our senators and r entatives in congress.
