Said taxes shall be levied by the Aldermen afore-
said and a return thereof shall be made under their hands at 
such time as the Common Council may prescribe to the Clerk 
of said city who shall file the same in his office and the several 
amounts of taxes in said return contained shall be carried into 
the general tax list and set opposite to the respective lots upoit Wheet sew- 

ers/ ered genera/ which the same may be levied or assessed in a separate column 
for that purpose and the said tax or assessment so made out 
shall be regarded for all purposes of collection as a general tax, 
and shall create a like lien upon the lots and pieces of land up-
on which the same may be levied and assessed as aforesaid. 

SEC. 3. In case of the non-payment of said tax together with 
such other taxes as may be levied upon said lots and pieces of 
land at the time limited for the payment of the general tax of 
said city the same shall be sold pusuant to the provisions of sec- re seord.1"" 
tion ten (10) of the act to which this is supplementary ; and the 
said lots or pieces of land upon which the said tax or taxes may 
he levied or assessed shall be subject to all the provisions lim-
itations, restrictions and liabilities in said section ten (10) con-
tained or to which it refers, and for the purposes of enforcing 
collection of said tax by sale for non-payment thereof the same 
shall be deemed a general tax.
